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Georgia Tech’s golf team looks to continue its
recent successes in the Atlantic Coast Confer-
ence Championship when the 11th-ranked Yellow
Jackets tee it up Friday through Sunday at the 62nd
annual ACC Championship at the Old North State
Club in New London, N.C.

Tournament Information

The ACC Championship is a 54-hole col-
legiate event, with the low four scores out of five
counting toward the team score for each round.
The 12 teams will play 18 holes Friday, Saturday
and Sunday, first group off at 8:30 a.m. All teams
will begin the first and second rounds on the first
hole, but Sunday’s round will be a split-tee start
with the top six teams after 36 holes starting on
No. 1. First-round pairings Friday are determined
by Golfstat rankings, and Tech is paired with top-
ranked Florida State and No. 19 North Carolina.
The Old North State Club, home to the ACC Tour-
nament every year since 2002, is a par-72 layout
measuring 7,102 yards. Nine of the 12 ACC teams
are listed in the top 50 of this week’s Golfstat
rankings, including Virginia (23), Wake Forest (27),
Clemson (36), Virginia Tech (38), Duke (45) and
NC State (48).

ACC Championship History

Georgia Tech got back on the winning track
in 2014 with a six-stroke victory over Florida State
at the 61st annual championship at the Old North
State Club. It was Tech’s fifth title in the last six
years and seventh in the last nine

Ollie Schniederjans won medalist honors with
a 12-under-par total of 204, five strokes better than
Virginia’s Denny McCarthy and teammate Anders
Albertson. That came one year after Albertson
won with a tournament-record score of 201 (-15),
breaking the previous mark of 202 set by Wake
Forest’s Webb Simpson in 2008.

Schniederjans became Tech’s ninth ACC in-
dividual champion, joining Bob McDonnell (1985),
David Duval (1991, 1993), Mikko Rantanen
(1994), Bryce Molder (2000), Cameron Tringale
(2006), Chesson Hadley (2010), Paul Haley (2011)
and Albertson (2013).

Tech’s 15 ACC men’s golf titles in history
ranks second among conference schools behind
Wake Forest (18). Tech has won 10 of its confer-
ence titles under current head coach Bruce Hep-
pler, eight of those outright (1999, 2001, 2002,
2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2014) and two shared
(2006, 2007).

The Yellow Jackets won five championships
(1985, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994) under previous
head coach Puggy Blackmon.

Nine of Tech’s ACC titles have occurred at the
Old North State Club, the first occurring in 1999 by
10 strokes over North Carolina and Duke. Tech won
the 2011 crown with a tournament record score of
831 (-33) and by a record 20 strokes. Tech shared
the 2006 title with North Carolina, and the 2007
crown with Virginia Tech.

Yellow Jackets Update

Georgia Tech has moved up to 11th in this
week’s Golfstat ranking and No. 10 in the Golf-
week/Sagarin ratings. The Yellow Jackets won last
week’s Robert Kepler Intercollegiate at Columbus,
Ohio by 16 strokes over No. 28 SMU, and tied No.
25 Alabama for second place the week before at
the Mason Rudolph Championship in Nashville,
Tenn. This spring, Tech has one win, two runner-

up finishes, one fourth-place and one 10th-place
showing. All five spring tournaments before the
Kepler featured at least eight teams which were
ranked among the top 50 in the nation, against
whom the Jackets have a 50-26-1 record this year.
Tech’s schedule is ranked the ninth-most difficult
in the nation according to the Golfweek/Sagarin
Index.

Yellow Jackets Lineup

Senior All-Americans Ollie Schniederjans
(Powder Springs, Ga.) and Anders Albertson
(Woodstock, Ga.) anchor the Tech travel squad for
the ACC Championship. The four-year teammates
won the last two ACC individual crowns and have
eight career collegiate titles between them.

Albertson has been particularly strong of
late, with four top-10 finishes and two 11th-place
ties in his last six events dating back to Tech’s last
fall event in Hawai'i. Albertson has matched or
broken par in 14 of the 18 rounds and averaged
69.67 over that stretch. Schniederjans, a six-time
winner in the last two years, has rebounded from a
poor finish at the Valspar Collegjate to tie for sixth
place at the Mason Rudolph and tie for third at
the Robert Kepler, one shot behind co-medalists
and teammates Albertson and Vincent Whaley.
Schniederjans remains Tech’s scoring average
leader for the year at an even 70.0.

Whaley (McKinney, Texas), who has played
in seven events this year, earned a share of the
victory at the Kepler with 5-under-par 208, one
week after tying for 11th with scores of 69-73-73,
both performances coming on difficult golf courses.
He ranks fifth on Tech’s team with a 72,57 stroke
average.

Freshmen James Clark (Columbus, Ga.) and
Chris Petefish (Danville, Calif.), who each have one
top-10 finish this year, round out the Tech lineup
this weekend. Petefish has been the most consis-
tent of Tech’s four-man rookie class, averaging
71.95 to rank third on the team in stroke average.
He tied for ninth at the Seminole Intercollegiate and
has not finished lower than 29th in a tournament.
Clark also tied for ninth at the Seminole, with four
other finishes between 23rd and 37th.

Coach Bruce Heppler Says...

“The ACC is the strongest it's been in six or
seven years. Obviously you have the nation’s top-
ranked team in Florida State, and some of the
other teams have had some good years. We've had
experience on our side the last couple of years, and
now we're taking three guys who have never seen
the place before. We'll try to get them up to speed
in the practice round and see what happens. Once
you have some success somewhere, it’s pretty easy
to talk the new guys into believing the same thing,
and there’s some momentum from that.”

Tee Shots

* Georgia Tech’s victory at the Robert Kepler
Intercollegiate was the 81st tournament win in
program history and 46th for the team under head
coach Bruce Heppler. The Yellow Jackets have won
the Carpet Capital Collegjate, the DICK’S Sporting
Goods Challenge Cup and the Robert Kepler this
year.

¢ Tech won last year's ACC Championship
with three seniors and two juniors in its lineup.
This year’s lineup has two seniors, a sophomore
and two freshmen.

» Tech’s five players in this year’s ACC Cham-

pionship have collectively played 430 collegiate
rounds in their careers, 274 by Ollie Schniederjans
and Anders Albertson. Last year’s team collectively
played 537 career rounds, had 10 victories, 34
top-5 finishes and 61 top-10s. Four of last year’s
team had more than 100 career rounds each, while
while a fifth played 95.

* According to the Golfweek/Sagarin ratings,
Tech has faced the ninth-most difficult schedule in
Division | - Tech is 15-19-2 vs. the nation’s top 25
teams, 50-26-2 vs. the top 50, 83-26-2 vs. the top
100.

* Tech has finished fourth or higher in seven
of its 10 events this year, including three victories.

*» Tech’s team scoring average for the year is
283.6, a stroke and change higher than last year’s
282.2, which led the ACC and was 3.3 strokes bet-
ter per round than second-place Virginia.

» UPDATE All five Tech players ranked among
the top 17 in the ACC in individual stroke average
- Ollie Schniederjans (1), Seth Reeves (4), Anders
Albertson (11), Bo Andrews (15) and Werenski (17).

* Only Schniederjans and Albertson, each
with a title to his credit, have played in the ACC
Championship. None of the other three starter has
logged a round in either the ACC Champiosnhip,
NCAA regional or NCAA Championship finals.

« All five starters in Tech’s lineup last spring
ranked in the top 125 of the Golfweek/Sagarin
Performance Index. Four member of this year’s
lineup are in the top 150 - Schniederjans at No.
9, Albertson at No. 42, Whaley at No. 124 and
Petefish at No. 142.

e Tech’s average drop score this year is
76.72, 15th-best in Division I.

* Tech’s best score of the year was 809 (-55)
at the Warrior Princeville Makai Invitational, which
was the second-lowest 54-hole total in Tech history
(808 at the 2005 Waikoloa Intercollegiate).

* Georgja Tech has played in the NCAA Cham-
pionship finals 27 times, and 26 times since 1985.

¢ Schniederjans career stroke average of
70.89 and Anders Albertson’s 71.42 currently
rank No. 2 and 3 behind Bryce Molder’'s 70.69
from 1998-01.

* In three ACC Championships, Albertson has
aT2,a T4 and a championshipm averaging 68.78
in nine tournament rounds. In all post-season
events, Albertson has compiled five top-10 finishes.

* Ollie Schniederjans has a T7, a T10 and
a championship in his three tries in the ACC
Championship, averaging 69.78 in nine rounds.
In eight ACC and NCAA events, Schniederjans has
six top-10s and two top-20 finishes.

Albertson, Schniederjans Named to U.S.
Palmer Cup Team

Georgia Tech seniors Ollie Schniederjans and
Anders Albertson have been named to represent
the United states in the 2015 Palmer Cup, the an-
nual Ryder Cup-style collegiate competition that
will be played June 12-14 at Rich Harvest Farms
outside Sugar Grove, Ill.

The Palmer Cup teams for both the United
States and Europe were announced live Friday
morning on Golf Channel’s Morning Drive pro-
gram. Lee McCoy of Georgia, Stanford’s Maverick
McNealy, Vanderbilt's Hunter Stewart, Alabama’s
Robby Shelton, Florida State’s Jack Maguire and
Beau Hossler of Texas were the six United States
players selected by the Palmer Cup Ranking.
Schniederjans, Baylor’s Kyle Jones and Carr Vernon
of CSU Monterey Bay were committee selections.
Vernon was the designated non-Division | player.
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Anders Albertson of Georgia Tech was coach Bruce
Heppler's coach’s pick. Maguire and Schnieder-
jans were members of 2014 American team that
fell to Europe at Walton Heath.

Albertson becomes the 11th Georgia Tech
player to be a part of a United States team for
the Palmer Cup, and Schnierderjans becomes
the fourth Yellow Jacket to compete in at least
two Palmer Cups. They join James White (2012),
Cameron Tringale (2009), Chesson Hadley (2008),
Roberto Castro (2005, 2006), Kevin Larsen
(2006), Bryce Molder (1998. 1999, 2001) and
Matt Kuchar (1998, 1999). Tech coach Bruce
Heppler served as coach of the U.S. team in 2003,
and former assistant coach Christian Newton was
an assistant coach for the 2012 USA team.

Schniederjans a Semifinalist for Ben
Hogan Award

Ollie Schniederjans is among 10 collegiate
golfers named semifinalists for the 2014 Ben Ho-
gan Award, the second straight year he has earned
that distinction.

The Ben Hogan Award is presented annually
to the top men’s NCAA Division I, Il or 11, NAIA or NJ-
CAA college golfer taking into account all collegiate
and amateur competitions during the 12-month
period dating from the previous award’s banquet.
The Ben Hogan Award Selection Committee is
made up of 25 leaders and experts in amateur,
college and professional golf.

In alphabetical order, the semifinalists are:
Gavin Green (New Mexico), Beau Hossler (Texas),
Kyle Jones (Baylor), Lee McCoy (Georgia), Maverick
McNealy (Stanford), Cheng-Tsung Pan (Washing-
ton), Jon Rahm (Arizona State), Schniederjans,
Robby Shelton (Alabama) and Hunter Stewart
(Vanderhbilt).

On Wednesday, May 6, the list of 10 semifinal-
ists will be pared down to three finalists. The three
finalists will attend a black-tie banquet at Colonial
Country Club in Fort Worth, Texas, on Monday, May
18, where the winner will be crowned.

Albertson Receives Byron Nelson Award

Anders Albertson of Georgia Tech has been
named recipient of the 2015 Byron Nelson Award
presented by Cleveland Golf/Srixon, in coopera-
tion with the Four Seasons Resort and Club Las
Colinas, the Salesmanship Club of Dallas and the
Golf Coaches Association of America.

Candidates for the Nelson Award must be
a graduating senior and the selection committee
considers equally a nominee’s entire collegiate
academic and golf career as well as his character
and integrity while in college. Particular consider-
ation is given to a nominee’s good citizen-ship, as
portrayed by Mr. Byron Nelson over the course of
his life and golf career.

A mainstay in the Georgia Tech lineup, Albert-
son has never missed a tournament for the Yellow
Jackets. He’s a two-time All-America selection and
earned AllI-ACC honors three times. Albertson’s
career stroke-average of 71.47 over 134 rounds
is third best in school history. He has 20 top-10
finishes, including victories in the 2013 ACC Cham-
pionship and the 2015 Robert Kepler Invitational.

Albertson has also found success in the
classroom. He is a four-time selection to the ACC
Academic Honor Roll. Albertson was named a
Cleveland Golf/Srixon All-America Scholar and to
the ACC All-Academic team. He was also recipient
of Georgia Tech’s Bobby Dodd Scholarship for
2013-14. Later this spring Albertson will be hon-

ored will be a recipient of the ACC Scholar-Athlete
Honorary Award.

Albertson has served as the golf representa-
tive to the Georgia Tech student-athlete advisory
board since his sophomore year. He has been
active in recruiting his teammates to volunteer
for Georgia Tech Athletic Association community
service projects and ensured they stayed plugged
into department events. Albertson was the golf
team liaison for the Alexander-Tharpe Fund
“Thank-a-Thon” project and implementation of the
Annual Michael Isenhour Toy Drive. He has also
volunteered with the Georgia Special Olympics
Winter Games, Children’s Miracle Network’s Dance
Marathon and Kid on Campus, an organization that
brings children to Georgia Tech’s campus who have
battled or been affected by cancer. Albertson has
also been active in Campus Christian Fellowship,
including the Campus Christian Fellowship Home-
less Outreach Program.

He joins a strong group of former Tech stars
to win the Nelson Award, including Troy Matteson
(2003), Roberto Castro (2007) and James White
(2012).

Tech Signs Two in Class of 2015

Georgia Tech added two more highly-ranked
players from the state of Georgia in the November
recruiting period with the signing of Tyler Joiner
of Leesburg and Tye Waller of Griffin to letters-of-
intent.

Joiner is the No. 2-ranked player in the state,
No. 23 in the class of 2015 and No. 31 overall
according to the Junior Golf Scoreboard. He will
join his brother, Jacob, who is a freshman on the
current Tech team. Joiner, who is home schooled,
earned five top-10 finishes in seven national junior
events in 2014, and has won four state or regional
junior events in the last five years.

Waller, who attends Spalding High School, is
ranked No. 6 in Georgia, No. 55 in his class and
No. 93 overall by the Junior Golf Scoreboard. He
has posted three top-5 finished in seven events in
2014, and has won seven state or regional junior
events in the last four years.

Heppler and associate head coach Brennan
Webb successfully recruited four top-50 players
last year, three from the state of Georgia, and the
current Yellow Jackets’ roster has seven Georgians
on it.

Tech Advances to NCAA Finals for 27th
Time; Match Play for Fourth Time

Georgia Tech advanced to the NCAA Champi-
onship finals for the 27th time in program history,
last year for the 26th time since 1985 and for the
15th time under head coach Bruce Heppler.

With its most accomplished team since
2001-02 (six team victories, seven individual
titles) and its most experienced group ever with
three seniors (two of them fifth-year seniors) and
two juniors, Tech finished second among the 30
teams competing at Prairie Dunes Country Club
in Hutchinson, Kan. The Yellow Jackets finished
54 holes at 1-over-par 841, 14 strokes behind
Stanford, while Alabama, LSU and Oklahoma State
finished 2-through 4 ahead of Tech.

Ollie Schniederjans came within a whisker
of becoming Tech’s fourth national collegiate
champion, tying Stanford’s Cameron Wilson for low
54-hole score (6-under-par 204). But the Cardinal
senior outlasted the Tech junior on the third playoff
hole to earn medalist honors.

Senior Seth Reeves completed the best sea-

son of his career by tying for sixth place to earn
automatic All-America honors, posting a 54-hole
score of 206 (-4).

Tech moved into match play for the fourth
time in five years, this time as the No. 5 seed
against No. 4 Oklahoma State. The Cowboys
jumped ahead of the Yellow Jackets early in all
five matches, and while Tech rallied to send four of
the matches to the final hole, OSU prevailed 4-0-1.
Schniederjans earned a half in his match with lan
Dauvis for Tech’s only score.

Tech’s NCAA Championship History

Georgia Tech has reached the NCAA Cham-
pionship finals 26 times since 1985, a number
surpassed by only three schools in that period, and
has posted nine top-8 finishes in the last 13 tries.
The Yellow Jackets tied for 10th in 2009, the first-
year of the 54-hole stroke-play/match-play format,
but qualified for match play each of the last four
times they have advanced to the NCAA Champion-
ship (third in 2010, second in 2011, second in
2013, fifth in 2014). Tech did not advance out of
its regional in 2012.

Tech has lost to the eventual champion three
times in its four forays into match play - Augusta
State by the score of 3-2 in the quarterfinals in
2010 and 2011 and to Alabama (3-0-2) in 2013.

Tech has been the runner-up in the NCAA
Championship four times (1993, 2000, 2002
and 2005), more than any team in the history
of the championship except Houston, Michigan,
Texas and Wake Forest, who also have four, and
Oklahoma State, which has five.

In 1993 and 2002, the Yellow Jackets led
after 54 holes, but finished second by one shot to
Florida in 1993, and by four shots to Minnesota in
2002.

In 2000, the Yellow Jackets rallied to tie
Oklahoma State after 72 holes, but lost to the
Cowboys on the first hole of a playoff. Tech and
OSU matched the lowest 72-hole team score in
NCAA Championship history (36-under-par 1,116)
at the Grand National Lake Course in Opelika, Ala.
In 2005, Tech finished 11 shots behind Georgia,
and seven shots ahead of third-place Washington.

Since Bruce Heppler became Tech’s coach,
the Jackets have finished in the top 8 11 times,
with one 10th-place and one 11th-place finish.

Three Tech players have won national col-
legiate championships. Troy Matteson did it most
recently in 2002 at Ohio State. Watts Gunn (1927)
and Charlie Yates (1934) won national titles under
a match play format before the NCAA took sponsor-
ship of the championship in 1939.

Other top-10 finishers for Tech include David
Duval (runner-up in 1991 and 1993, T-8 in 1990),
Bill McDonald (T-2 in 1988), Bunky Henry (2nd
in 1967), Roberto Castro (3rd in 2005), Nacho
Gervas (T-3 in 1986), Paul Haley (T9 in 2010),
Kris Mikkelsen (T-4 in 2001), Stewart Cink (T-5 in
1994), Bryce Molder (6th in 1998), Matt Weibring
(6th in 2000), James White (T8 in 2011) and Ollie
Schniederjans (T8 in 2013).

Tech and NCAA Match Play

The 2009 NCAA Championship featured a
new twist with the team champion determined via
match play. The top eight teams after 54 holes of
stroke play advance to a match play tournament
format.

During the match-play portion of the cham-
pionships, each match is worth one point with all
five players participating. The first team to win three
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points within the team match advances or, in the
case of the championship match, is declared the
national champion.

It is a format that Bruce Heppler has sup-
ported vigorously. Under Heppler, Georgia Tech
finished in the top eight of the NCAA Finals seven
times in 10 tries under the 72-hole, stroke-play
format. Tech is one of only two teams (Oklahoma
State is the other) to have advanced to match play
four times in the six years the current format has
been in effect.

In the stroke-play/match play era, the Yellow
Jackets have finished 10th, third, second, second
and fifth, respectively, in the stroke-play portion
the NCAA Championship in five tries (Tech did not
advance out of its regional in 2012). Tech has lost
to the eventual national champion three of the four
times has qualified for match play (Augusta State
in the 2010 and 2011 quarterfinals, Alabama in
the 2013 semifinals).

Tech has had success in other match-play
events in recent years, reaching the finals of the
Callaway Collegiate Match Play Championship four
times in six appearances.

Georgia Tech Match Play History

While match play in college golf may be
infrequent, Georgia Tech is no stranger to it, hav-
ing participated in six regular season match play
events since 2001, as well as three times in the
five years the NCAA has utilized match play to de-
termine its champion. Here is a history of Tech’s
participation.

Tech in NCAA Regional Competition

Georgia Tech has failed to advance through
an NCAA regional only twice in 24 tries, and only
once since the NCAA went to a six-regional qualify-
ing format in 2009. Heppler’'s teams have won four
regional tournaments outright and tied for one title,
most recently in 2002.

The NCAA began using regional qualifying
tournaments in 1989, first with the 81 teams split
among three sites (27 teams each), then with six
sites with either 13 or 14 teams each beginning
in 2009.

Since the NCAA went to six regional sites
in 2009, Tech has finished third (Bowling Green,
Ky.), third (Milton, Ga.), tied for third (Radford, Va.),
sixth/did not advance (Norman, Okla.), fourth (Tal-
lahassee, Fla.) and first (Raleigh, N.C.).

Tech’s first four victories all occurred in 27-
team regjonals in 1991 (New Haven, Conn.), 1998
(Daufuskie Island, S.C.), 1999 (Providence, R.l.)
and 2002 (Roswell, Ga., tied with Clemson). Only
the 2014 win occurred in a 13-team field.
