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Tech Opens ACC Tournament Against Miami
 Having fi nished its regular season with a pair of wins in the fi nal three games, Georgia Tech opens 
its fi rst Atlantic Coast Conference Tournament under head coach Brian Gregory as the 11th seed facing 
No. 6 Miami at 9 p.m. Thursday night.
 The 59th annual ACC Tournament is being played Thursday through Sunday at Philips Arena, 
where the Yellow Jackets have played 10 of their home games this season, including all eight of their 
ACC games (3-5 record).
 It is the sixth time the ACC Tournament has been held in Atlanta (1983, 1985, 1989 at the Omni; 
2001, 2009 at the Georgia Dome). Tech is 6-4 in ACC Tournament games held in Atlanta, 4-2 at the 
Omni, 2-2 at the Georgia Dome. The Jackets won the 1985 tournament at the Omni, the fi rst ACC title 
for the Institute in any sport.
 The second meeting between the Tech and Miami this season can be seen on the ACC Network 
(WATL-TV in Atlanta), and can be heard in Atlanta on fl agship station 790 the Zone (790 AM) and True 
Oldies 106.7 FM, as well as across the country on satellite radio (Sirius Ch. 85, XM Ch. 85).
 In its fi rst year under Gregory, Tech (11-19, 4-12 ACC) is coming off a 69-62 win over Wake Forest 
in its fi nal regular season game Saturday. The Yellow Jackets went 3-5 in the second half of the ACC 
schedule, including wins over Maryland and Wake in the last eight days. Tech also had 74-73, overtime 
loss at Virginia Tech.
 Tech is 3-7 at Philips Arena this season (7-10 all-time), but won the last two. Philips Arena has been 
one of two temporary home facilities for Tech while its new on-campus home, the McCamish Pavilion, 
is being built on the site of the old Alexander Memorial Coliseum.
 Miami (18-11, 9-7 ACC) fi nished in a three-way tie for fourth place in the conference standings with 
Virginia and NC State in its fi rst year under head coach Jim Larranaga, but lost out in the tiebreaker. The 
Hurricanes won fi ve conference games in a row at one point this season and captured three of their fi nal 
fi ve.
 Miami defeated Tech, 64-49, in the team’s only regular season meeting on Jan. 24 at Philips Arena. 
The winner of this game will advance to a 9 p.m. quarterfi nal game Friday night against 3rd-seeded 
Florida State (21-9, 12-4 ACC).
 Tech is 24-29 all-time in 32 previous ACC Tournaments, and is 3-5 in opening round games on 
Thursday.

Tech Update
 • Georgia Tech’s primary goals this season have been to play solid team defense, win the rebound-
ing battle, and be effi cient on offense. The Yellow Jackets have a +3.8 edge in rebounding for the season

 • Conversely, Tech has managed to put 
together some excellent second halves of offense 
in ACC games. The Jackets have shot 46 percent 
or better from the fl oor in the second half of 10 
conference games, including a 52.6 effort F25 in 
their win over Maryland.
 • Tech’s offensive numbers in road games 
this year (62.9 ppg, 44.0% FG, 37.6% on 3s, 
66.5% FT) are far better than those for the Jackets 
in Philips Arena.

Whom to Watch
 • 6-8 sophomore Kammeon Holsey has 
scored in double fi gures in six of his last eight 
games, leading Tech in scoring in four of those. 
He has averaged 12.5 points on 55.9% shooting 
(38-for-68) and has gone 24-for-35 (68.6%) from 
the foul line over that stretch.
 • Holsey, who recorded his first career 
double-double against Maryland (16 pts, 10 reb) 
on F25, leads Tech in fi eld goal percentage in 
all games (59.5%) and is second in ACC games 
(51.8%).
 • 6-11 sophomore center Daniel Miller has 
scored in double fi gures in eight of his last nine 
games, averaging 10.1 points and 7.0 rebounds.

and has won that battle in 18 of 30 games.
 • The Yellow Jackets rank 4th in the ACC 
(47th nationally) in fi eld goal percentage defense 
(40.6 pct.) and 5th in scoring defense (68th na-
tionally, 62.9 ppg). Tech has held 14 opponents 
under 40 percent from the fi eld, and have held 
12 teams under 60 points.
 • Tech has given up 61.0 points per game 
this year, which, if the season ended today, would 
be the program’s fourth-lowest yield going back to 
the 1955-56 season, the fi rst year statistics are 
available. Only one other Tech team (1984-85, 
59.4 ppg) has given up fewer points per game 
vs. the ACC than has this year’s team (65.5).
 • Tech has shared the ball much better 
since the beginning of of February, assisting 
on 58.2 percent of its baskets (last 3 games = 
62.0%), compared to 49.0 percent for the entire 
ACC schedule and 48.6 percent for the entire 
season.
 • Tech has found the going diffi cult on the of-
fensive end throughout the conference schedule 
with a few exceptions. The Yellow Jackets shot a 
season-high 58.3 percent in an overtime loss at 
Virginia Tech on F18, shot 49.1 percent against 
Duke on J7, 51 percent at NC State on J11, and 
45.6 percent at North Carolina on J29. Tech aver-
aged 77.5 points in those games.
 • Altogether, Tech has managed to score 
just 58.6 points against the conference this year,

 • 6-5 junior forward Glen Rice, Jr., was sus-
pended indefi nitely on F17 and has not played the 
last 5 games.
 • 6-3 senior Nick Foreman, a former walk-on 
who earned a scholarship this year, has played 83 
minutes in Tech’s last fi ve games to fi ll the void 
left by the absences of Glen Rice, Jr., and Nate 
Hicks. He has made 5 3s in each of Tech’s last 3 
games, averaging 5.7 ppg.

Tech’s ACC Tournament History
 Georgia Tech has played in 32 ACC Tourna-
ments, and has a 24-29 all-time record in the 
event. The Yellow Jackets have won three cham-
pionships, in 1985 (Atlanta), 1990 (Charlotte) and 
1993 (Charlotte).
 Tech has been a runner-up four times (1986, 
1996, 2005, 2010). The 1986, 1996 and 2010 
runs to the fi nals occurred in Greensboro.
 Tech is 6-4 in ACC Tournament games played 
in Atlanta, going 4-2 in three tournaments at the 
Omni, including the 1985 title, and 2-2 in two 
tournaments at the Georgia Dome.
 Tech was 0-2 in the ACC Tournament under 
coach Dwane Morrison, 15-16 under Bobby Cr-
emins (including all three titles) and 9-11 record 
under Paul Hewitt (including runner-up fi nishes in 
2005 and 2010).
 Tech has been the No. 11 seed twice before 
(2006, 2011) and has failed to win either time. 
The Jackets are 3-5 when opening the tournament 
on Thursday.

 • After winning the fi rst two meetings with 
Miami after the Hurricanes became members of 
the ACC, Tech has dropped six of the last eight. 
Miami won the only regular-season meeting be-
tween the two teams in 2011-12, a 64-49 win at 
Philips Arena.
 • Miami was the opponent for Tech in its 
last game at Alexander Memorial Coliseum, a 
game the Yellow Jackets won 66-57 to close out 
the 2010-11 regular season. Tech won four of six 
games against the Hurricanes in the building.
 • Seven of the last eight meetings have all 
been decided by 10 points or less.
 • The last meeting between the two schools 
prior to Miami’s joining the ACC occurred in 
December of 1997 as part of the Orange Bowl 
Classic doubleheader at Miami Arena, the Hur-
ricanes’ home court until the team moved into 
the on-campus Convocation Center last year. The 
Yellow Jackets, led that year by senior forward 
Matt Harpring, won that game, 69-61.
 • Tech played Miami twice under former 
head coach Whack Hyder, losing the fi rst-ever 
meeting in the series by 22 points in 1953, then 
taking a six-point homecourt victory in 1967. 
That was the only pre-ACC visit by the Hurricanes 
to Alexander Memorial Coliseum, and the 90-84 
Tech win has been the highest scoring game in 
the brief series.

Two Named to Academic All-ACC Team
 Graduate student Pierre Jordan and sopho-
more Nate Hicks have been named to the Atlantic 
Coast Conference’s All-ACC Academic Team for 
basketball, the conference announced Friday.
 Jordan, a 6-0 guard from Dunwoody, Ga., en-
rolled at Tech in the Building Construction gradu-
ate program after graduating from Florida State 
last summer. Hicks, a 6-10 center from Panama 
City Beach, Fla., is majoring in Management.
 To be eligible for consideration, a student-
athlete must have earned a 3.00 grade point 
average for the previous semester and maintained 
a 3.00 cumulative average during his academic 
career.

New Coach, New Arena, New Passion
 Georgia Tech hired Brian Gregory, who 
enjoyed a successful eight-year run as the head 
coach at Dayton, as its head coach last March. The 
new Yellow Jackets’ skipper compiled a record of 
172-94 at the Atlantic 10 institution, guiding the 
Flyers to two NCAA Tournaments and three berths 
in the NIT, which they won in 2010.
 The Chicago native, who cut his teeth in 
coaching under legendary Michigan State men-
tors Jud Heathcote and Tom Izzo, has gone about 
establishing a new culture for the Yellow Jackets, 
reaching out to former players and encouraging 
their involvement in the program, and engaging 
himself in many pursuits to promote the program 
to students and alumni (see his ticket promotion 
spot at http://youtu.be/x5XozNli6BE).
 At Tech’s football game against Georgia, he 
participated in two on-fi eld promotions, including 
conducting the Tech Marching Band in its well-
known “Buzzweiser” theme at the end of the third 
quarter.
 Georgia Tech’s student-newspaper, the Tech-
nique, hosted a “Town Hall Meeting” with Gregory 
Feb. 3, a student-run event where students par-
ticipated in a Q&A with Tech’s head coach.

Jackets At-A-Glance
 First-year head coach Brian Gregory inher-
ited two returning starters and nine letterwinners 
from a team that went 13-18 overall, 5-11 in the 
Atlantic Coast Conference, a year ago. Two of the 
three leading scorers from last season left the 
team - Iman Shumpert going in the NBA Draft, 
where he was the 17th overall selection of the New 
York Knicks, and Brian Oliver, who transferred to 
Seton Hall.
 Tech’s returning players combined to start 
120 games in their careers prior to this season, 
including juniors Glen Rice, Jr., a 6-5 forward from 
Marietta, Ga., and Mfon Udofi a, a 6-2 point guard 
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from Stone Mountain, Ga., sophomore forwards 
Jason Morris (6-5, Augusta, Ga.) and Kammeon 
Holsey (6-8, Sparta, Ga.), and sophomore cen-
ters Daniel Miller (6-11, Loganville, Ga.) and 
Nate Hicks (6-10, Panama City Beach, Fla.), who 
combined to score 51 percent of Tech’s points in 
2011-12.
 Rice, Jr., was Tech’s top returning scorer at 
12.8 points a game, while Udofi a averaged 6.7 
points a game to rank fourth on the team. Mor-
ris, who averaged 6.0 points a game, also hit 40 
percent of his three-point shots. Miller, the only 
returning player to start every game last year, 
averaged 4.4 points and 5.0 rebounds.
 Gregory has three newcomers who are log-
ging signifi cant minutes, including 6-7 freshman 
forward Julian Royal of Milton High School in 
Alpharetta, Ga., 6-3 sophomore guard Brandon 
Reed, an Atlanta prep product who played at 
Arkansas State in 2009-10 before transferring to 
Tech, and 6-0 senior point guard Pierre Jordan, 
who graduated over the summer from Florida 
State and is completing his eligibility at Tech.
 The only two seniors on the Tech squad this 
year are a pair of former walk-ons - guards Derek 
Craig and Nick Foreman - who are on scholarship 
for their fi nal year at Tech.

Campus Interruptus
 Construction on Georgia Tech’s new on-cam-
pus home, the McCamish Pavilion, is progressing 
on schedule and will be ready for use in October. 
The facility will seat approximately 8,900 specta-
tors and will be state-of-the-art in terms of its 
amenities and features.
 For the 2011-12 season, Georgia Tech has 
played all of its ACC games, as well as non-confer-
ence games against Northwestern and Alabama, 
in Philips Arena (capacity 10,335 for Tech games), 
which is located downtown and is the home arena 
of the NBA’s Atlanta Hawks. Tech has an all-time 
record of 7-10 in the building (2-7 this season), 
which will host the ACC Tournament this week. 
 The Yellow Jackets’ other fi ve non-confer-

 • Four Tech foes were ranked in the AP 
and/or Coaches polls at the time the games 
were played - Duke (5/3), Virginia (15/17), North 
Carolina (7/8) and Florida State (21/24), and 
remain ranked today.

Weekend Warriors
 With a couple of exceptions, Georgia Tech 
has seemingly performed far better, offensively at 
least, in its weekend ACC games than on week-
nights. The Yellow Jackets are 3-5 on weekends 
this year (3 wins in the last 4 games), and 1-7 on 
weeknights.
 Tech has averaged 65.4 points and been 
outscored by just 2.5 points on weekend games, 
while scoring just 51.8 points and being outscored 
by 11.4 points on weeknights.

weeknights), three-point shooting (38.8%, 6.8 
made per game on weekends, 27.8%, 4.6 made 
on weeknights), free throw shooting (71.1%, 10.1 
made per game on weekends, 61.2%, 8.9 made 
on weeknights).

Seniors Finish Home Schedule Strong
 Senior players Derek Craig and Nick Fore-
man, who each walked on the Georgia Tech team 
from Texas four years ago and earned scholar-
ships for their senior seasons this year, played 
their fi nal home games in a Yellow Jacket uniform 
Saturday against Wake Forest and made major 
contributions in the 69-62 Tech win.
 Craig, a 6-4 sharpshooting guard from 
Spring, Texas, has played in 22 games in his 
Tech career and will graduate this summer with a 
bachelor’s degree in Management. He made his 
fi rst career start against Wake Forest and played 
a career-high 13 minutes, scoring 5 points with a 
3-point basket, 2 assists and 1 charge taken. He 
was on the fl oor during the critical stretch of the 
ball game when Tech rallied from a 48-44 defi cit 
to lead 63-55.
 Foreman, a 6-3 wing player from Bellaire, 
Texas, has played in 105 games in his Tech 

career. This year, he has averaged more than 10 
minutes a game, playing three different positions 
during the course of the season. He will receive 
his bachelor’s degree in History, Science and 
Technology this summer. Foreman, who made his 
fi fth career start against Wake Forest, has been 
a key player over Tech’s last fi ve games, averag-
ing more than 16 minutes. He has averaged 5.6 
points in his last three games.

Boardwork Empire
 One of the cornerstones of head coach 
Brian Gregory’s philosophy is that everybody 
rebounds and Tech wins the rebounding battle 
every game.
 • Tech ranks 4th in the ACC and 60th nation-
ally in rebound margin (+3.8), a category in which 
the Jackets had led the ACC through the Christmas 
break. Tech is 6th in the ACC in rebound average 
(35.2 per game) and 2nd in rebound defense 
(31.4).
 • Tech has outrebounded 18 of its 30 op-
ponents, with one tie, for the season, and 9 of 
its 16 ACC opponents to date. Fordham, Virginia 
and Wake Forest have been the only teams to 
outrebound the Yellow Jackets by a signifi cant 
margin this year.
 • Six Tech players have averaged better than 
3.0 rebounds per game.
 • Tech’s 11.1 offensive rebounds per game 
are the 7th most in the ACC, and the Jackets have 
converted those into 329 2nd-chance points (11.0 
per game).
 • Tech has won the rebounding battle in 9 
of its 11 wins this season, and is 1-9 this season 
when it has lost the rebounding battle.

Case for Tech’s Defense
 • Tech has given up 61.1 points per game 
this year, which, if the season ended today, would 
be the program’s fourth lowest yield going back to 
the 1955-56 season, the fi rst year statistics are 
available. Only one other Tech team (1984-85, 
59.4 ppg) has given up fewer points per game 
vs. the ACC than has this year’s team (65.5).
 • Only three Tech teams since 1960 have 
limited teams to a lower fi eld goal percentage than 
this year’s team (40.6%). Only four Tech teams 
in the ACC era have posted a better fi eld goal 
percentahe yield against the conference (43.2% 
this year).
 • Tech ranks 5th in the conference in scoring 
defense and 4th in fi eld goal percentage defense 
(47th nationally) and 3rd in blocked shots (32nd 
nationally).
 • Only three opponents have shot 50 per-
cent from the fl oor against Tech, two of those 
occurred at Philips Arena (Northwestern and 
Alabama).
 • Tech has held 12 teams (4 ACC teams) 
under 60 points and allowed only 6 to score as 
many as 70.
 • The Yellow Jackets have held 14 foes 
under 40 percent from the fl oor.

Offensive Highlights
 • Tech has shot 50 percent in the 2nd half 
of games 13 times this season, including 66.7% 
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in the 2nd half at Virginia Tech and 52.6% in the 
2nd half against Maryland in its last 5 games.
 • Tech has bettered its FG pct. by more than 
9 percent from the 1st to the 2nd half 11 times 
in its last 14 games (see chart on page 4).
 • Though Tech has not shot the ball well from 
the outside overall this year (last in the ACC), the 
Yellow Jackets have had their moments and good 
stretches. Tech has shot 35 percent or better from 
beyond the arc 9 times in ACC games.
 • When Tech has placed 5 players in double 
fi gures in scoring this season, the Yellow Jackets 
have scored signifi cant wins, all away from home 
(VCU, Georgia, NC State), and came 3.5 seconds 
from winning a fourth (Virginia Tech). Tech shot 
50 percent or better in each of those games.
 • Tech is 7-1 this season when it has shot 
50 percent from the fl oor.
 • Tech averaged 58.6 points per game in 
conference play this season. In the shot clock 
era (1986-87 to the present), the Yellow Jackets’ 
lowest scoring output has been 60.1 ppg in 1996-
97.
 • Tech has shot better than 50 percent 
from the fl oor in 8 games this year. Tech never 
hit that number last season, and had gone 35 
straight games without doing so before this year’s 
opener.
 • Tech has scored just 54.1 points per game 
in its 10 games at Philips Arena this year, and has 
shot just 39.2% from the fl oor (25.6% on 3s). The 
Jackets have been outscored by 11 points per 
game in the building.
 • That trend has reversed in Tech’s last 2 
games in the building - 66.0 ppg, 44.3% Fg, 39.5% 
on 3s.

Legislating from the Bench
 • Tech’s leading scorer has come off the 
bench in 11 games this season (Glen Rice, Jr., 6 
times, including a career-high 28 vs. Duke; Jason 
Morris 5 times, including a career-best 22 vs. 
Wake Forest).
 • Rice’s 28 against Duke remains the top-
scoring performance this year off the bench by an 
ACC player.
 • Tech’s bench has outscored that of its op-
ponents in 16 of 30 games with one tie (18.3-14.4 
ppg), and has had 16 double-fi gure performances 
off the bench this season.
 • Tech’s bench players are shooting 42.8% 
from the fl oor collectively, 36.7% on 3s and 69.7% 
from the foul line.
 • In ACC games, Tech’s bench has outscored 
that of its opponents 16.8-13.0 ppg, shot 40.5% 
from the fl oor and 38.8% on 3s.

Streaks of Note
 • Daniel Miller has started 61 consecutive 
games, the team’s longest streak. He is the only 
returning player to start all 31 games last year. 
He has not missed a game in his Tech career.
 • Miller has blocked at least 1 shot in 28 of 
30 games this year.
 • Tech has made at least one 3-point fi eld 
goal in 227 straight games, dating back to an 0-
for-5 effort against Duke on Feb. 23, 2005. The 
Jackets came close to breaking that streak twice

Mackey Part of 2012 ACC Legends Class
 Malcolm Mackey, Georgia Tech’s all-time 
leading rebounder and a member of two ACC 
championship teams, headlines the 2012 class 
of Atlantic Coast Conference Men’s Basketball 
Tournament Legends announced Tuesday by 
Commissioner John Swofford.
 Mackey (1990-93), who was a low post force 
for the Jackets both offensively and defensively, 
helped lead the Tech to a four-year record of 
87-43 which included four NCAA Tournament 
appearances. Mackey completed his career with 
1,205 rebounds, a total which ranks 11th-best 
in ACC history. He also had 199 career blocked 
shots, which ranks 26th on the ACC career list. 
Mackey was named 2nd-team All-ACC in 1993 and 
3rd-team All-ACC  in 1992. An Honorable Mention 
All-America in 1993 by United Press International, 
he was also a 2nd-team All-District in 1993 by the 
NABC. Mackey remains Tech’s career leader in 
rebounds (1,205), games played (130) and games 
started (127). He was named to the ACC All-Tour-
nament teams in 1990 (3rd team) and 1992 (2nd 
team). He is the only Tech player to start for two 
ACC championship teams (1990,1993). The 27th 
overall pick in the fi rst-round of the 1993 NBA 
Draft by the Phoenix Suns, he played one season 
in the NBA and 11 seasons professionally in the 
CBA, Europe, China and Puerto Rico. A native of 
Chattanooga, Tenn., he currently is the Internet 
Sales Manager at Hennessey GMC Buick and is 
also serving as a landlord for several properties 
in McDonough, Ga.   
 The rest of the class includes Wake Forest 
All-America Randolph Childress, North Carolina 
All-America Kenny Smith, Boston College’s John 
Bagley, Clemson’s Sharone Wright, Duke’s 
Kenny Dennard, Florida State’s James Collins, 
Maryland’s Johnny Rhodes, Miami’s Ron Godfrey, 
NC State’s Todd Fuller), Virginia’s Lee Raker, and 
Virginia Tech’s Dale Solomon.

Tech Wins Four of Five at Gwinnett
 Georgia Tech won four of fi ve games at its 
fi rst off-campus home, the Arena at Gwinnett 
Center. The Yellow Jackets appeared on their way 
to an unbreaten mark there until Mercer came 
from seven points down in the last seven minutes 
to defeat the Yellow Jackets, 65-59, on Dec. 22.
 Before that, Tech had defeated Florida A&M, 
Delaware State, Siena and Alabama A&M by an 
average of 22.5 points. The Jackets averaged 71.6 
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points in fi ve games, hitting 48.5 percent from the 
fl oor, while holding the fi ve foes to 54.8 points per 
game and 37 percent from the fl oor (25 percent 
on 3s).

Charleston Classic Recap
 • Georgia Tech lost two of three games in 
the Charleston Classic, downing 2010 Final Four 
participant VCU, 73-60, in the second round for 
its only win.
 • Junior Glen Rice, Jr., played for the fi rst 
time after missing the fi rst three games on sus-
pension, scoring 19 points against VCU and 11 in 
a 59-50 loss to LSU Sunday. He hit 57.1 percent 
of his shots in the two games he played, and led 
the team in assists and rebounds.
 • Junior point guard Mfon Udofi a averaged 
14.7 points in the three games, while sophomore 
forward Kammeon Holsey scored in double digits 
in all three games, averaging 11.0 points and 5.3 
rebounds.
 • Tech shot 42.8 percent from the fl oor in 
the tournament, 24.4 percent from three-point 
range, while its opponents hit 34.5 percent of 
their fi eld goal tries, 43.3 percent from three-point 
range.
 • Tech outrebounded its three foes by an 
average of 39.0-32.7, but turned the ball over 49 
times to its opponents’ 32.

Farewell to the Thrillerdome
 Georgia Tech played 55 seasons of basket-
ball in Alexander Memorial Coliseum. Over the 
next year and a half, the venerable building is be-
ing replaced by a new facility called the McCamish 
Pavilion, which is being built on the same site and 
will be open in October, 2012. The only parts of 
the building that remain are the roof and its 32 
steel support ribs.
 Georgia Tech compiled a record of 556-194 
(.741) in the building, which opened Nov. 30, 1956 
with a 71-61 Tech loss to Duke, and closed March 
6, 2011 with a 66-57 Tech win over Miami. Known 
as the “Thrillerdome,” the Coliseum closed as the 
second-oldest arena in use in the ACC, behind 
Cameron Indoor Stadium at Duke.

Chris Bolden, a 6-3 guard from North Gwin-
nett High School in Suwanee, Ga., Robert Carter, 
a 6-8 forward from Shiloh High School in Snellville, 
Ga., and Marcus Hunt, a 6-6 forward from North 
Clayton High School in College Park, Ga.
 All three earned all-state honors in 2011-12 
by the Atlanta Journal-Constitution.

ACC Expands Schedule in 2012-13
 The ACC announced in December that, be-
ginning with the 2012-13 season, its members 
will play an 18-game conference schedule, two 
more games for each team.
 ACC schools have played a 16-game sched-
ule since the 1991-92 season, when Florida State 
joined the conference, and played every team 
twice (home and away) until Miami and Virginia 
Tech joined the ACC for the 2004-05 season.
 The league will grow to 14 schools when 
Pittsburgh and Syracuse, which accepted invita-
tions to become members last summer, begin 
competition at an undetermined date in the 
future.
 When Pitt and Syracuse join, each school 
will have one primary partner (Boston College and 
Syracuse; Clemson and Georgia Tech; Duke and 
North Carolina; Florida State and Miami; Maryland 
and Pitt; NC State and Wake Forest; Virginia and 
Virginia Tech).
 The scheduling model will be based on a 
three-year cycle during which teams will play every 
league opponent at least once with the primary 
partners playing home and away annually while 
the other 12 rotate in groups of four: one year both 
home and away; one year at home only; and one 
year away only.  Over the course of the three-year 
cycle primary partners play a total of six times and 
all other conference opponents play four times. 
 The format allows each program to see 
opponents with more regularity and creates an 
increase in competitive balance throughout the 
teams.
 It was determined that all 14 league mem-
bers will continue to compete in the ACC Men’s 
and Women’s Tournaments and a decision on the 
Tournament formats will be announced at a later 
date.

Tech’s NCAA Tournament History
 Georgia Tech played in the NCAA Tourna-
ment fi ve times in 11 seasons under head coach 
Paul Hewitt and has played in the event 16 times 
in the history of the program. Fourteen of those 
appearances have occurred since 1985.
 Tech has a record of 23-16 in NCAA Tourna-
ment play, highlighted by its 2004 trip to the NCAA 
title game as well as a Final Four berth in 1990. 
The Yellow Jackets have reached the NCAA Sweet 
16 seven times (1960, 1985, 1986, 1990, 1992, 
1996, 2004).
 The 2004 and 2005 appearances were the 
Yellow Jackets’ fi rst back-to-back appearances 
since Bobby Cremins led the Institute to the Big 
Dance nine straight years from 1985-93.
 Georgia Tech has won at least one game in 
11 of its 16 NCAA Tournament appearances.

Tech in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge
 Georgia Tech holds a 4-8 mark in the Big 
Ten/ACC Challenge, and has lost its last four 
straight in the crossover series after dropping a 
76-60 decision to Northwestern in 2011 at Philips 
Arena.
 Tech has played six “home” games in the 
series, including the very fi rst in 1999, an 80-
77 loss to Michigan at Philips Arena. Four of 
the games were played at Alexander Memorial 
Coliseum, where Tech defeated Wisconsin (2001) 
and Michigan (2004) and went 1-1 against Penn 
State (2006, 2008).
 The Yellow Jackets have a 1-5 mark in Big 
Ten/ACC Challenge games on the road. The Yellow 
Jackets’ only road win in the series occurred in 
2003, a 73-53 win at Ohio State the year in which 
Tech reached the NCAA Championship game. Tech 
also has visited Minnesota, Michigan State and 
Indiana.

Head Coach - 1st Season at Tech
 Brian Gregory, who led the University of Dayton to 97 victories over 
the last four years and worked under Tom Izzo at Michigan State when 
the Spartans won the 2000 NCAA championship, was named Georgia 
Tech’s head basketball coach on March 28, 2011.
 Gregory is the 13th head coach in Yellow Jacket history.
 Gregory coached eight seasons at Dayton where he compiled a record 
of 172-94 and participated in the NCAA Tournament or NIT fi ve times. His 
2003-04 and 2008-09 teams earned NCAA Tournament berths, and the 
Flyers captured the 2010 NIT crown after beating North Carolina in the 
championship game.
 The 1990 Oakland (Mich.) University graduate won 150 games faster 
(seven seasons) than any coach in Dayton history. Over the last four 
seasons combined, his teams went 13-4 against BCS-level teams.
 Gregory clearly put an emphasis on academics during his tenure at 
Dayton. Entering the 2010-11 season, every senior who played for Gregory 
graduated (23-of-23). All seven seniors who played on the 2010 NIT title 
team graduated last spring.
 Prior to becoming the head coach at Dayton, Gregory spent the sec-
ond of two highly-successful stints at Michigan State, where he was an 
assistant coach for two years before being promoted to associate head 
coach under Izzo for the 2001-02 and 2002-03 seasons. During those 
four years, the Spartans won one NCAA championship (2000), made 
three Elite Eight appearances, two Final Fours and claimed two Big Ten 
Conference championships.
 A native of Mount Prospect, Ill., Gregory’s fi rst coaching job came 
during his fi rst association with Michigan State in 1990 as a graduate 
assistant to head coach Jud Heathcote. He became a full-time assistant 
in 1992 and remained there when Izzo replaced Heathcote as head 
coach. Gregory left to work one season under Stan Joplin at Toledo in 
1996, then returned to the Big Ten where he worked as an assistant 
coach under Kevin O’Neill at Northwestern for two seasons.
 In all, Gregory arrived at Dayton with 15 years of coaching experience, 
including 12 seasons in the Big Ten Conference.
