 This weekend’s matchup will pit the top two Coastal
Division teams against each other as Georgia Tech and
North Carolina are tied for first at 7-5.

 Georgia Tech owns a 76-66 all-time advantage against
the Tar Heels and is 37-31 when playing on The Flats.

* The Jackets have enjoyed consistent hitting of late,
batting .292 in the last 10 games with a .400 OBP.

* On the mound, Tech delivered in gross last week, with
Amos Willingham, Connor Thomas and Brant Hurter
combining to allow just three earned runs over 19.1 total
innings of work.

* Thomas moved to 16.0-consecutive shutout innings of
work on Saturday.

e |t's bullpen combined for 7.2 scoreless innings against
No. 15 Auburn on Tuesday with Jonathan Hughes get-
ting the win with 3.0 shutout innings and four strikeouts.

¢ Kyle McCann continues to be the power in the lineup,
leading the ACC and ranking sixth in the country in home
runs (12) and ranking second in the ACC in walks (32).

¢ |n addition to hit hitting accolades last week (.294, 10 hits,
3 doubles, two homers), Tristin English also came in to
slam the door on Notre Dame, throwing the final 2.0 innings
and allowing just one earned run while striking out two to
get the win in the nail-biter.

e After catching fire at the plate the first week of March (six
hits, six runs and a double), outfielder Chase Murray has
missed the last 10 games due to an injury. He is looking at
another 1-3 weeks before returning.

¢ In his stead, Golin Hall has shifted to left field and Baron
Radcliff has played right field to much success. Over the
last 10 games, Hall has hit .421 for 16 hits, two doubles,
one homer and eight RBI while Radcliff has seven hits, one
double, three homers and eight RBI.

© Preseason expectations have been at an all-time high as
the Yellow Jackets have built themselves into one of the
oldest teams in the country, returning seven of nine starters
and losing zero starting pitchers from a season ago.

STRENGTH-OF-SCHEDULE

e Head coach Danny Hall has talked frequently about
how the 2019 slate for Georgia Tech is the hardest its ever
scheduled.

 Georgia Tech currently sports the highest strength of
schedule in the ACC, ranked eighth-toughest overall. The
next highest conference team is Clemson at 15 before a
steep drop off to North Carolina (43) and Duke (47).

o Tech took one of three from then-No. 3 UCLA, while also
taking two of three on the road from then-No. 4 Louisville
before walloping No. 4 Georgia at home and No. 15 Auburn
on the road.

 The Yellow Jackets still have Georgia and Auburn (D1Bas-
eball), before hosting No. 15 North Carolina and No. 25
Clemson (NCBWA) from the top 25.

NEW FACES ON STAFF

e Georgia Tech baseball fans will notice new faces
coaching the base-runners at first and third this season.

 The Yellow Jackets added two new coaches to its staff this
offseason in James Ramsey and Dan Jaffe.

* Ramsey, a former first-round MLB Draft pick, All-American
and ACC Player of the Year at Florida State, will handle
coaching duties for the outfield and hitters.

o Jaffe, the new volunteer assistant coach who worked
extensively with the country’s top catchers in Cape Cod,
will work with Tech’s catching corps.

CARDIAC JACKETS

¢ Georgia Tech baseball has been in for exciting baseball to
start 2019, including three extra-inning slugfests.

e Tech has walked off two opponents to start the season,
downing West Virginia in the 11th inning on a bases-loaded
walk-off single by Nick Wilhite and defeating then-No. 3
UCLA on a walk-off home run by Kyle McCann.

 Only three teams had more walk-off wins than Georgia
Tech (2) through the first three weeks of the season (Tulane,
Sam Houston State, North Carolina).

® Georgia Tech has already played a whopping nine one-run
ballgames and has inched its way to a 6-3 record in the
thrillers.
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e |n the ACC, only NC State (12 - 11-1) has more. Tech is
tied with Louisville and North Carolina (nine - 7-2), while Pitt
also sits at nine with a record of 4-5.

PITCHING DEPTH

 Not losing a single starter from its bullpen this offseason,
Georgia Tech returns one of the top bullpens in the nation
this season with Xzavion Curry, Connor Thomas and
Brant Hurter -- all three projected high draft picks this
summer.

e |n addition to Tristin English, the Jackets have also
added the top left-handed hurler in the state of Georgia in
Luke Bartnicki this offseason. Bartnicki was selected in the
MLB Draft after high school, but opted to remain committed
to Georgia Tech.

e Bartnicki entered the West Virginia game on Feb. 16 with
runners on second and third and two outs in the top of the
11th and struck the batter out to end the inning and give
Tech the ability to walk it off in the bottom half.

e Tech has also added JUCO transfer junior Amos Willing-
ham. Willingham adds instant experience in a tall 6-4 frame
after spending two years at Snead St. Community College.

¢ Add in freshman Gort Roedig, and what Tech has devel-
oped, in addition to arm support, is deep midweek artillery.

¢ |n the last 10 games, Tech’s pitchers have worked to a
3.49 ERA, allowing just 34 earned runs on 80 hits, striking
out 80 and hosting opponents’ batting average to .237.

HOME SWEET HOME

e The Yellow Jackets also enjoy a distinct home-field
advantage, finishing last season 25-10 overall and 11-4 in
the ACC at Russ Chandler Stadium.

e Tech recorded 45 home runs at home in 2018 and
outscored its opponents 237-160 overall.

 En route to leading the ACC through the regular season
last year in hitting, Tech’s offense hit .323 at home last year,
while the pitching staff held its foes to a .258 average and
struck out 322 batters compared to just 101 walks over
317.0 innings of work at home.

e To start this season, the Yellow Jackets are 13-6 at home,
despite hosting then-No. 3 UCLA, Northwestern, West
Virginia, Virginia and No. 4 Georgia.

e They're hitting .288 at home with 18 home runs and 50
extra-base hits overall. As a team, they’re pitching a 3.75
ERA with 168 strikeouts and a .256 opponents’ average.

ROAD STRUGGLES

* However, Georgia Tech had to bounce back from a 2018
season where it struggled on the road and has already
exceeded its win total from last year through 10 games.

e Through the first 10 road games, Tech is actually hitting
better on the road than at home, batting .296 for 107 hits,
20 doubles, 10 homers and 65 RBI.

o Luke Waddell alone has hit .385 in nine games,
recording 15 hits, a double, a triple and 12 runs with a .478
on-base percentage.

e The Yellow Jackets finished 6-17 last season away from
Russ Chandler Stadium, including 0-3 in neutral-site games.

® |n true road games last season, Tech hit just .255,
reaching base 34.8 percent.

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LAST TIME oUT

© Two four-run innings and 7.2 scoreless innings by the
Georgia Tech baseball bullpen powered it past No. 15
Auburn, 9-3, at Plainsman Park on Tuesday night.

 The Yellow Jackets were out-hit on the day 11-9, but held
the 15th-ranked Tigers to just eight at-bats with runners in
scoring position compared to GT's 14 to keep them off the
board.

® Tech was led offensively by two multi-hit performances
and three multi-RBI nights en route to its eighth midweek
victory. Michael Guldberg returned to the lineup and
immediately swung the bat well, finishing 2-for-4 with a
two-RBI double to give him three on the night.

 The Jackets bullpen had a huge game. After three runs
scored during Jake Brace’s first career start, freshman
left-hander Luke Bartnicki came in and settled the game
with 2.2 scoreless innings, allowing just two hits while
striking out two.

* Jonathan Hughes (3-2) received the win after going
3.0 scoreless, issuing no walks while fanning four. Senior
Keyton Gibson slammed the door shut with 2.0 hitless to
finish, striking out three.

o After a tough-luck loss on Friday night to Notre Dame,
Georgia Tech responded by blasting the Fighting Irish 11-2
on Saturday before grinding out a one-run win on Sunday to
win its third-straight ACC series.

* Connor Thomas once again led the way on the mound,
throwing seven shutout innings to work his consecutive
innings without a run allowed mark to 16.

o Tristin English homered twice in the opening game while
Oscar Serratos hit the eventual game-winning three-RBI
double in the eighth to give Tech a one-run lead for the
game.

@GTBaseball

OFFENSE

e Georgia Tech baseball started the season with cold bats
but have de-iced the metal to return to one of the top
offensive teams in the ACC.

e |n the last 10 games, Tech is hitting .292 for 97 hits,
eight home runs on .428 slugging with a .400 on-base
percentage.

 Their average dropped to a fourth-best conference mark
of .292 after facing top ACC arms in Louisville, but at the
expense of two conference road wins.

 Shining early has been designated hitter, Michael
Guldberg. He batted a blistering .394 the last nine games
and is second in the ACC with a .467 on the season leads
the conference with a .533 on-base percentage.

¢ Guldberg was one of the last two players in the country
who hadn't struck out yet, joining NJIT’s Julio Marcano.
Both struck out during the weekend of March 8-10.

© He sports the sixth-best K-to-AB ratio in the ACC at 9.2.

o The firepower of the lineup has come from Kyle
McCann, who is currently fifth in the nation in home runs
with 12 overall, has cooled slightly, having just one over the
last 10 games. He leads the ACC in slugging (.779) and RBI
(37) and is third in on-base percentage (.507).

e Tech is coming off another stellar offensive season in
which it led the Atlantic Coast Conference in hitting (.296)
and hits (585) for the regular season.

e En route to leading the ACC, the Yellow Jackets touted
the top-3 best hitters in the ACC in Joey Bart (.359), Wade
Bailey (.339) and Murray (.343).

e Tech will have to replace Bart and Bailey after losing
them to the MLB Draft, but return three other .300 hitters
from a season ago.

 |n addition to Murray, Oscar Serratos (.311) and
McCann (.300) both hit above the mark last season.

TRISTIN ENGLISH

 Also returning is two-time 2019 preseason all-American
Tristin English.

 Despite having struggled early with a .167 average
through eight games, thanks largely to an 0-for-12 Week 2,
his bat seems to be waking up.

 English last week alone hit .500 for seven hits, one
double, two home runs and eight RBI, while also scoring
eight runs. In 14 at-bats, the redshirt-junior struck out just
twice.

 English is currently ranked nationally in an odd offensive
category -- hit by pitches. He currently ranks tied for 10th in
the country with 12 HBP this season.

 English is expected to be a big bat in the 2019 lineup
after leading the team with 60 RBI in 2018 and also hitting
.279 for 63 hits and 13 doubles, went on to be a Cape Cod
All-Star this past summer.

e | ast year, English was named a mid-season first-team
all-American by Perfect Game/Rawlings and a mid-season
all-American by D1Baseball.

e While in the Cape Cod league this summer, he batted
.300 overall, driving home 19 RBI and blasting five home
runs. On the mound, English tossed nearly 70 combined
innings — his first summer pitching action since undergoing
successful Tommy John surgery in January 2017.

KYLE MCCANN

¢ While the loss of Joey Bart from the order and behind the
dish may have some worried, GT skipper Danny Hall has
been adamant in his confidence in catcher Kyle McGann
on both fronts.

e McCann has stepped up in big ways to start this season
and it’s helped the team to wins and has showed in the
stat sheet.

¢ McCann followed up ACC Player of the Week and then
back-to-back Collegiate Baseball National Player of the
Week honors by slugging 1.125 for 13 hits, five doubles, six
home runs and 16 RBI during the first half of March.

e The junior catcher currently ranks in the top 20 nationally
in five offensive categories and in the top five of the Atlantic
Coast Conference in seven categories.

e Just a year ago, McCann was second in home runs only
to Bart, as the sophomore, finishing with 15 to Bart's 16
as he tied for eighth in the ACC. The power hitter’s .600
slugging percentage ranked him fifth in the conference,
while his 45 RBI was good for second on the team.

e McCann also hit three grand slams last season, which tied
for the most among NCAA DI players in the 2018 regular
season.

¢ McCann already has one grand slam through 20 games.

e McCann'’s four career grand slams are the most among
active Jackets, as Tristin English currently has one for his
career.

e He fell just shy of the school-record four grand slams in a
single season, as two players, Tyler Green (2005) and Brad
Feltes (2008), remained on top the annals.

 Based on weighted runs created+, McCann ranks
third among returning catchers in Division | with 164,
behind only Oregon State’s Adley Rutschman (196) and
Jacksonville State’s Nic Gaddis (166).

- Weighted Runs Created (WRC) attempts to quantify a
player’s total offensive value and measure it by runs. + then
compares it with league average after considering park
effects.

¢ McCann crossed the 100-hit milestone on March 6
against Kennesaw State.

® He's currently battling an injury and is still 1-3 weeks out,
missing the last nine games.

 The standout outfielder finished 2018 ranked second on
the team and fifth in the ACC in hitting with a .343 average.

* He also finished ranked tied for sixth in the league for
sacrifice flies, having an unheralded skill for driving home
runs in key situations.

 His six sac flies last season gave him 11 for his career,
bringing him into the top 10 for most in program history
since 1998.

o Murray also knocked home 39 RBI and finished with 72
hits last season to rank third on the team in both.

o Murray accomplished all this despite missing four games
in April 2018 with an upper-body injury.

o Murray is also looking to hit 100 career RBI this season,
currently sitting at 66.

¢ In his stead has come Baron Radcliff, who has hit .229
and slugged .543 over the last 10 games to amass eight
hits, two doubles and three home runs for nine RBI and eight
runs.

INFIELDERS

 Georgia Tech baseball will get the remaining hitting from
the infielders in third baseman Oscar Serratos, second-
baseman Luke Waddell and shortstop Austin Wilhite.

o Serratos has been up and down at the plate to start, but
seems to have warmed up last week, hitting .420 for six
hits, two doubles and seven RBI -- including the go-ahead
three-RBI double in the eighth on Sunday vs. Notre Dame
for the win.

o Serratos survived his first season of collegiate baseball on
The Flats admirably, putting together large chunks of quality
at-bats at the plate last season.

* On the year overall, Serratos finished .311 -- fourth on

the team -- with 37 hits, 14 RBI and eight extra-base hits,
despite having only 119 at-bats.
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o Where Serratos especially shined last season was in ACC
play. Once he found his footing, the frosh third baseman
turned into an offensive juggernaut at the plate, leading the
team in hitting at a hefty .367 clip.

¢ |n 60 at-bats during conference play, Serratos turned in
22 hits, five extra-base hits and eight RBI to reach a .433
on-base percentage. He also stole four bases during the
22-game stretch.

 One of Georgia Tech’s biggest losses was veteran senior
Wade Bailey who ranked among the top of several hitting
categories in program history, while also being a stalwart
second baseman. That void will now be filled by Waddell.

o Waddell has settled fully into second base this offseason
and performed extremely well in the fall scrimmages against
South Carolina and Chatt Valley Community College.

o To start the regular season, however, Waddell's bat was
cold as he went 1-for-13 from the plate.

® |n the last 10 games, Waddell has hit a blistering .447
from the leadoff position, getting 17 hits, a triple, a homer,
six RBl and 17 runs.

o |ast year, Waddell was sixth on the team in hitting at .283,
getting 34 hits in just 120 at-bats.

 \Waddell has teamed up to form the Yellow Jackets’ middle
infielders with Austin Wilhite.

o A. Wilhite over the last 10 games has hit .257 for eight
hits, three doubles, four RBI and six runs.

e His first home run of the year came on March 14 at
Mercer.

o A, Wilhite missed the March 9 Miami game due to illness,
snapping the team’s longest active consecutive games
played streak at 121.

e |ast season, A. Wilhite hit .249 to be a reliable bat in the
lineup for most of the season. One of just six Jackets to
reach double-digit doubles on the season, A. Wilhite also
tallied 30 RBI on the year.

¢ |n the second and third game against Virginia, Georgia
Tech also experimented with A. Wilhite at second and
Waddell at shortstop to great success as they turned two
huge double plays in the rubber match to seal the win.

 They’ve remained at those positions since to continued
success defensively.

o Tech currently features a stable of sub-4.00 ERA pitchers
with five Jackets with more than 19 innings below the
mark.

 The staff is currently second in the ACC and 17th
nationally with a 2.98 strikeout-to-walk ratio.

 Tech also leads the ACC in walks per nine innings (2.98),
ranking 14th in the country.

| ast season, Georgia Tech began putting the pitching
pieces in place last season when its 1-2 punch of Xzavion
Curry and Connor Thomas led the staff toward the top
of the charts.

e Both Thomas (No. 1) and Curry (No. 10) ranked among
D1Baseball’s most draft eligible pitchers to start 2019.

XZAVION CURRY

e After a sterling sophomore campaign, Xzavion Gurry
has once again showed his prowess on the mound, pitching
to a 3-0 record and 3.89 ERA.

e Through 39.1, he’s allowed 17 earned runs on 33 hits,
while issuing just 11 walks over 46 strikeouts.

e Curry’s had perhaps the start of his career against then-
No. 4 Louisville. After giving up a double to the first batter
that, was eventually brought around for a run, Curry retired
16-straight, fanning nine to finish with eight innings of one-
hit, one-run baseball.

o Alongside late run support and a Tristin English close,
Curry improved to 3-0 on the year, out-dueling one of the
best in the ACC in Reid Detmers.

e Opening Day has become Zay Day over the last three
years, as Curry has taken the mound for the Jackets on this
occasion in both 2017 and 2018. Curry was victorious in
both, taking a 5-3 win over BYU in 2017 and then earning a
3-2 win vs. Minnesota this year.

e Curry is the first Yellow Jacket in the modern era
(1973-present) to win three-straight Opening Days starts
and only the second Tech pitcher to start three-straight
Opening Days since 1973 - Kris Wilson (1995-97).

o Curry’s third-straight Opening Day victory on Feb. 15 vs.
UIC consisted of 5.0 innings, five hits, two runs and nine
strikeouts to the tune of a 3.60 ERA.

o As a starter last year, the then-sophomore finished with a
team-high eight wins to the tune of a 8-4 record, finishing
tied for third in the ACC.

o Curry posted a 4.18 ERA over 92.2 innings of work last
season, allowing just 43 earned runs, while striking out 101
and walking just 23.

¢ He also pitched a complete game on April 27 to join
teammate Gonnor Thomas in becoming the first Jackets
to record back-to-back complete games since 2011 when
Matt Lorenzo and Steve Kelly threw two-straight CG’s on
Feb. 28 and March 2.

e Then-sophomore Curry was 8-4 last season, which was a
team-high in wins.

o Curry posted a 4.18 ERA over 92.2 innings pitched last

season, and has allowed just 43 earned runs on 79 hits
while striking out 101 batters and walking just 23.

e Curry’s best game carving up a lineup last season was his
March 30, 2018 contest versus Miami where he struck out a
career-high 12 batters.

o With his 12 punch outs, Curry became just the third
pitcher since 2000 to strike out 12 batters or more in an
ACC game, joining Jason Neighborgall (12 at Duke on March
4, 2005) and Cory Vance (14 vs. No. 2 UNC on March 17,
2000).

o After a 288-game streak without a pitcher recording
double-digit strikeouts for Tech, the Yellow Jackets had a
pitcher post 10 strikeouts or more four times over a seven
game stretch last year (Curry - 11 at NC State (3/23), Hurter

o Curry was only the ninth Tech pitcher since 2002 to record
a shutout. Only Kyle Bakker (2) and Mark Pope (4) have had
multiple shutouts in the last 17 years.

CONNOR THOMAS

e The second-half of the Yellow Jackets’ “Shake and Bake”
starter combo was sophomore Connor Thomas who, now as
a junior, seems to have not missed a beat.
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* Thomas threw one of his best career games on Saturday
against then-No. 4 Louisville in certainly the most efficient
game of his career en route to being named the ACC’s
Pitcher of the Week.

© The sophomore used just 96 pitches to throw the first
complete-game shutout of his career, allowing just five hits.

 He then turned around and threw 7.0 shutout innings
against Notre Dame to give him 16.0 consecutive without a
run crossing the plate.

 Things got going for Thomas in his March 16 start versus
Virginia, which was considered “Vintage CT” as he went
7.1, allowing two runs on seven hits, punching out six and
issuing zero walks.

e Thomas a couple of tough-luck outings to start the year.
He was robbed of a decision victory due to untimely errors
after posting the best ACC line for any pitcher versus a
Power 5 opponent during Opening Weekend.

* Thomas bounced back, however, and allowed just two
runs in 7.0 innings to get the win over Northwestern on
March 2, before throwing his third quality start of the
season against Miami (6.0 IP, 3 R, 5 K) for a no decision.

 Last season, Thomas led Georgia Tech with a 3.34 ERA
and an impressive 106 strikeouts. He allowed just 36
earned runs in 97.0 innings of work, holding opponents to
a .241 average.

¢ Brant Hurter was a reliable midweek starter for Georgia
Tech last season, finishing 5-4 overall in 14 appearances
and working to a 6.04 ERA.

o Hurter as the Sunday starter has had a sensational start
to his sophomore year.

o After a terrific showing against then-No. 3 UCLA in which
he struck out seven with no walks, while allowing one
earned run, Hurter followed that up with a picture-perfect
gem against Northwestern.

e Hurter tossed 7.0 shutout innings, allowing just four hits
and striking out a career-high 13 batters, while issuing zero
walks.

e Against UVA, with the series on the line, Hurter worked
to a 7:0 strikeout-to-walk ratio, allowing just two runs on
seven hits in seven innings of work.

 Hurter drew another tough no decision on Sunday against
then-No. 4 Louisville,

e Through six starts on seven appearances, Hurter ranks
third in the ACC with a 5.63:1 strikeout-to-walk ratio, while
ranking fifth in the ACC in walks/9 innings at 1.91.

e Tristin English returned to the mound after recovering
from Tommy John Surgery his freshman year. He proved to
be a dependable relief pitcher, throwing 57 innings

e English followed up his sophomore campaign with an
uber-successful summer in the Cape, earning all-star
honors after tossing nearly 70 combined innings.

e English made two appearances during Opening Weekend
on the mound for Tech. His first was entering the ninth with
a three-run lead over UIC on Friday. It took him nine pitches
to end the game and earn the save.

® He also appeared against West Virginia in the eighth
inning going 2.0 and allowing one home run, but keeping
the game alive, striking out four.

 He then continued to be an impressive closer against No.
3 UCLA on Feb. 22. Heading into extra innings, English
pitched a shutout final three innings of the game, striking
out two and allowing just two hits to help Tech secure the
win.

e His first tough-luck outing came against Northwestern
when he allowed two doubles and two runs in just 0.1
innings late.

e Then, due to nagging ailment, English didn't pitch for 15
days, while gutting it out in the lineup and at first base. He
returned to the mound in a crucial moment against Virginia
with a one-run lead in the ninth.

e Seventeen pitches, two hits and a swinging strikeout for
out No. 3 gave him his second save of the season and Tech
its first ACC series victory of the season.

* Now back in the swing of things, English was brought
in to close the final inning on Friday against then-No. 4
Louisville, using just 13 pitches and one strikeout to retire
the frame and record his third save of the season.

* He then pitched the final 2.0 innings in a nail-biter
against Notre Dame on Sunday, earning his second win of
the year after striking out two and allowing just one earned
run.

e English will spend a majority of time at first base to keep
his bat in the lineup and replace teammate Kyle McCann,
who moved to catch, but may see time as a relief pitcher or
starter throughout the season.

 Three big additions to the Tech pitching staff are Amos
Willingham, Luke Bartnicki and Cort Roedig.

e Willingham is a JUCO transfer who enters as a junior
in eligibility. A tall strike thrower with day-one experience
could mean a versatile starter on weekdays.

o Willingham’s first appearance was a tough-luck outing
that saw five runs scored in 3.1 innings.

* |n his first start on Wednesday, Feb. 27 against Georgia
State, he then went 6.0 innings of shutout work, allowing
just three hits, no runs and no walks while striking out five.

* |n his first three starts and four appearances total,
Willingham has a 1.65 ERA, 2-0 record, eight strikeouts
(one walk) and just three run allowed.

® Tuesday against Georgia Southern on March 12, it took
him just 57 pitches to go five innings, giving up only two
runs.

 Willingham then followed that up with a sterling
performance on Tuesday at Mercer, allowing just one earned
run in six innings, striking out four and issuing no walks.

 His best outing came on Tuesday against fourth-ranked
Georgia as he allowed just two runs, six hits and punched
out eight over 6.1 innings of work en route to the 11-2 win.

e Willingham is currently second the ACC in walks
allowed/9 innings - 1.36.

* Roedig, a power righty, was ranked the No. 17 RHP in the
state of Florida by Perfect Game. He sports a fastball well
over 90 already and a good breaking ball as well. His fall
and early spring has earned him an opportunity.

 After being a bona fide strike-thrower in the fall and
spring, Tech gave Roedig the start against Richmond on
Saturday.

e The freshman went just 1.1 innings, walking three and
allowing a run. Coach Hall noted afterward that the moment
simply got to him, making his first-career start in front of a
big crowd.

* Roedig finally showed his stuff in a midweek game against
Georgia State on Feb. 26, allowing just one run and three
hits in 4.0 innings of work.

 Bartnicki, who enters his freshman campaign after being
ranked as the top-rated lefty out of the state of Georgia by
Perfect Game. One of the most elite lefties in the country
that won a regional championship, he’s run it up to 94-95
in the preseason.

 Bartnicki’s first collegiate appearance couldn’t have
been more dramatic, coming into the game in extra innings
versus West Virginia in a 1-0 count with runners at second
and third and two outs.

o A lefty-lefty matchup, Bartnicki didn’t need many pitches
to strike out the hitter, end the inning and give Tech one
more at-bat in the bottom of the 11th -- where it would
walk the game off.

 Bartnicki continued to prove his talent out of the bullpen

against Virginia, making two appearances and getting Tech
out of tough spots.

© One of Georgia Tech’s keys this season will be the
development of their bullpen. With no shortage of bodies,
where everyone ultimately fits into the rotation is still to-be-
determined.

e The Jackets will be without their top reliever in Andy
Archer for the 2019 season, after he underwent
successful UCL repair with an internal brace. His recovery
is expected to take 6-8 months and he should return to the
team in the fall.

¢ |n his stead, alongside those starters who don’t find a day
in the rotation, Jonathan Hughes and Keyton Gibson
will be looked upon for stretches.

© Hughes has had a fantastic start to 2019, only having
two tough outings through eight appearances. He currently
sports an ERA of 3.93.

¢ Hughes finished last year with 13 appearances, a 5.94
ERA and a save while Gibson had the same ERA with 12
appearances.

o Until the last two outings, he’d only allowed one earned
run and walked two, but now has six earned runs and five
walks after last week.

 Gibson has also looked impressive early. In his first two
important, clutch appearances, he refused to allow a hit in
2.1 combined innings, fanning four batters in the process.

 Gibson then went on to get his first win of the season vs.
Georgia State when he tossed 3.0 no-hit innings, fanning
four, to get the win.

¢ He joined teammate reliever Tristin English in having
a tough-luck outing against Northwestern in the second
game of a double, before Gibson was unable to get out of
game two at Miami, as the Freddy Zamora took a 3-2 ball
deep to win the game.

e Senior Jake Lee will again make his mark in short-inning
stretches. He finished last season with a 9.68 ERA on 17.2
innings of work.

¢ Cort Roedig has also gotten the taste of action out of the
bullpen lately.
