About Saturday’s Game
	 Georgia Tech emerges from its fall femester final exams 
with a road trip to face No. 8 Kentucky in a nationally televised 
game at 5 p.m. Saturday at Rupp Arena in Lexington, Ky. It is 
Tech’s first game against a team ranked in the Associated Press 
or USA Today coaches polls this season.
	 Tech (4-3. 1-1 ACC), in its fourth season under head 
coach Josh Pastner, had a modest two-game winning streak 
snapped by Syracuse last Saturday, a 97-63 homecourt defeat. 
The Yellow Jackets are 1-1 in road games this season, having 
beaten NC State, 82-81 (ot) in their season opener on Nov. 5 
and lost to Georgia, 82-78, on Nov. 20.
	 Kentucky (7-1, 0-0 SEC), in its 11th season under head 
coach John Calipari, is playing its eighth straight home game 
after defeating Michigan State, 69-62, in its season opener In 
New York. The Wildcats, who average 77.6 points and allow just 
60 per game, have won five games in a row since sustaining a 
67-64 loss to Evansville on Nov. 12.
	 Saturday’s game will be televised live on ESPN. Live 
streaming is available through the ESPN app. Radio coverage 
is provided through Learfield IMG College, airing in Atlanta on 
680 AM and 93.7 FM the Fan and through the TuneIn app. The 
Tech broadcast is also available on satellite radio (XM ch. 371, 
internet ch. 971).

	 • First of two - Saturday’s game begins a two-game 
series with Kentucky, which has won the NCAA Championship 
eight times, most recently in 2012. The Wildcats will come to 
Atlanta for a “Holiday Hoopsgiving” event Nov. 27, 2020, at 
State Farm Arena, home of the Atlanta Hawks.
	 • SEC Tour - Kentucky becomes the third Southeastern 
Conference opponent on the Yellow Jackets’ pre-conference 
schedule this season, joining Georgia (Nov. 20 in Athens) and 
Arkansas (Nov. 25 at McCamish Pavilion). Tech lost both games.
	 • Reunion - Saturday’s game is the first time Georgia 
Tech coach Josh Pastner has faced a team coached by John 
Calipari, for whom Pastner worked the last season he was an 
assistant coach at Memphis (2008-09). Pastner took over as 
the head coach of the Tigers after Calipari was hired at Kentucky.
	 • Underrated - Georgia Tech has dropped its last 12 
games against teams ranked in either the AP or coaches polls, 
last defeating Notre Dame (25th in coaches poll) on Jan. 10, 
2018. Tech’s last win over a top 25 team away from home was 
a 70-50 victory at No. 23 Miami on Jan. 28, 2015.
	 • The big test - Georgia Tech just completed its fall 
semester final exams, which began Thursday, Nov. 5 and 
concluded this past Thursday.
	 • Bubba’s back - Bubba Parham’s transfer to Georgia 
Tech affords the junior guard a chance to return to the scene of 
one of his greatest games while at VMI, a 35-point performance 
against Kentucky last Nov. 18 at Rupp Arena, the fourth-most 
points by an opposing visiting player against a John Calipari-
coached UK team. It was one of nine 30-point performances he 
had for the Keydets last season. The 5-11 Snellville, Ga., native 
hit 10-of-16 shots from three-point range, the second-most 
three-point field goals ever scored against the Wildcats.
	 • Tech has the ACC’s leading scorer (21.4 ppg) and the 
its top three-point shooter (.529) in sophomore guard Michael 
Devoe. He also is No. 1 in minutes played (37.37).
	 • Tech also has the conference’s leading shot-blocker in 
senior center James Banks III (4.0 per game, No. 3 in NCAA). 
Banks III also ranks No. 5 in the ACC in rebound average (8.4 
per game).
	 • Tech has played five of its last six games, and most of 
the sixth, without junior point guard Jose Alvarado, who has a 
right ankle injury. Alvarado led Tech in scoring, assists and steals 
last season.
	 • No ducking - Georgia Tech’s schedule includes six 
power conference teams in its first eight games, including road 
games at NC State and Georgia and home games against 
Arkansas among the first four. Last week, Tech hosted Nebraska 
and Syracuse ahead of this road game at Kentucky.
	 • Beefing up - With a more veteran team in 2019-20, 
Georgia Tech made an effort to strengthen its non-conference 
schedule, beginning a two-game series with Kentucky and 
finishing another two-game set with Arkansas, while accepting 
an invitation to play in the Diamond Head Classic, in which the 
Jackets could wind up playing a pair of 2019 NCAA Tournament 
teams in Houston and Washington. Tech has also played its 
annual meeting against Georgia and the Big Ten/ACC matchup 
against Nebraska.

Series vs. Kentucky
	 • Saturday’s game will be the 72nd all-time meeting 
between Georgia Tech and Kentucky in a series that dates back 
to 1924. Kentucky leads the series, 56-15. All but 18 of those 
meetings occurred when the Yellow Jackets were members of 
the Southeastern Conference.
	 • Tech is 2-7 against the Wildcats since leaving the SEC, 
including an 86-84 victory in the teams’ last meeting on Dec. 
9, 2000 at State Farm Arena. The Yellow Jackets’ other victory 
in that span came on Dec. 21, 1991 at the old Omni arena in 
downtown Atlanta, where State Farm Arena now stands.
	 • Tech is 4-30 all-time against Kentucky in Lexington, 
including three losses at Rupp Arena. The Jackets’ last played at

Two of those came in the 1954-
55 season, when the Jackets ended a 129-game homecourt 
winning streak by the Wildcats with a 59-58 triumph. Tech 
completed a season sweep later at home by a 65-59 score.

Tech Succumbs to Syracuse
	 Georgia Tech was unable to climb back from a 
hot start by Syracuse, dropping a 97-63 decision to the 
Orange last Saturday afternoon at McCamish Pavilion. 
	 The Yellow Jackets (4-3, 1-1 Atlantic Coast Conference) 
finished shooting 38.1 percent from the field, but couldn’t 
contend with the Orange’s (5-4, 1-1 ACC) 42.4-percent 
shooting from downtown and making 14 three-pointers. 
	 Junior forward Moses Wright led Tech, finishing just 
one rebound shy of his second double-double in the span 
of six days as he hauled in nine rebounds to go along with 
his team-high 17 points. Junior guard Bubba Parham also 
finished in double figures, scoring 11 points on the afternoon. 
	 Syracuse was led by redshirt junior Elijah Hughes, who 
shot an impressive 6-for-11 from three-point range to finish with 
with 33 points overall, 26 of those in the first half. Sophomore 
Buddy Boeheim recorded 26 points, while freshman Joseph 
Girard III (10) and junior Marek Dolezaj (11) also finished in 
double figures.

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	 • Tech has trailed at halftime in five of seven games 
this season. The Jackets are 12-42 under Josh Pastner when 
trailing at the half.
	 • Syracuse’s 14 three-point field goals were the most 
for a team against Tech since Boston College hit 14 against the 
Jackets on March 14, 2013 in the ACC Tournament. The 33 
attempts were the most against Tech since the Orange hoisted 
33 in the Jackets’ win last year at the Carrier Dome.
	 • Syracuse became the first team to make 50 percent 
of its shots from the floor (50.0 pct.) against the Jackets this 
season. The previous high allowed by Tech, which entered the 
game fifth in the nation in field goal percentage defense, was 
41.5 percent by Georgia on Nov. 20. Everybody else failed to 
shoot 40 percent.
	 • Tech, which ranks No. 2 in the nation in blocked shots, 
blocked only two against Syracuse, dropping its average to 7.1 
per game this season.
	 • Tech has connected on just 17-of-66 three-point 
field goals in its last four games (2-for-11 vs. Arkansas, 2-for-

Cookman on Dec. 1 and has missed double-doubles by one 
rebound each against Nebraska and Syracuse.

103 of 183 field goals (56.3 percent) this season. The Jackets 
had 19 on 24 made field goals against Syracuse, a season high 
and far above their nightly goal of 60 percent, which Tech has 
made four times this season.
	 • Free throws made to opponents’ attempts: Tech 
went 7-of-18 from the free throw line against Syracuse, while 
the Orange were 25-of-30, falling short of accomplishing its 
nightly mission of making more free throws than the opponent 
attempts. The Jackets are 41-17 under Josh Pastner when 
attempting more free throws than the opponent.
	 • Turnovers: Tech committed 19 to Syracuse’s 17, and 
the Yellow Jackets have turned the ball over more than their 
opponent in six of seven games. The Jackets have averaged 
17.4 turnovers in seve games, forcing 14.4. Target each night 
is to commit 11 or fewer, which Tech met only three times 
last season (all in the last four games) and none this season. 
More telling for Tech under Josh Pastner is that when Tech has 
committed fewer turnovers than its opponent, it is 23-15. When

	 • Guard rebounding: Tech’s players outside of Banks, 
Cole and Wright collected four of the Jackets’ 52 defensive 
rebounds against Syracuse.

	 • Rise above - The Yellow Jackets finished last season 
10th in the ACC after being projected to finish no higher than 
13th in the preseason. It was Tech’s highest finish since tying for 
ninth in 2013. Tech also outperformed projections in 2016-17, 
finishing 11th after being picked to finish 14th in Josh Pastner’s 
first season. The Jackets have been projected to finish 12th this 
season in the official preseason poll of ACC media.
	 • Core group returns - Georgia Tech returns all five 
players who started its final two games of the season, and eight 
players who started a total of 123 games.
	 • Firepower returning - Tech returns its top three 
scorers from the 2018-19 season - Jose Alvarado, James 
Banks III and Michael Devoe - who accounted for 48.4 percent 
of its points, 41.6 percent of its rebounds and 47.2 percent of 
its minutes. Altogether, Tech returns eight ot its top 11 players, 
who combined for 73.2 percent of its points, 66.4 percent of 
its points and 73.7 percent of its minutes.

	 • Get old and stay old - Tech’s core eight returning 
players include two seniors, three juniors and three sophomores.
	 • Reinforcements - Tech has added two high-level 
transfers in 6-7 forward Jordan Usher from Southern California 
and 5-11 guard Bubba Parham from VMI, both of whom hail 
from the Atlanta area and were successful with their former 
schools. Usher, a former 4-star high school prospect, averaged 
more than eight points a game last year at USC, while Parham, 
an All-Southern Conference selection, led the SoCon in scoring 
at 21.4 points per game. Parham was granted immediate 
eligibility by the NCAA. Usher, who enrolled at Tech last January, 
becomes eligible for the Jackets’ Dec. 18 game against Ball 
State.

Jose Can You See
	 Point guard Jose Alvarado, recruited to Georgia Tech 
primarily for his winning attitude and determination, was given 
the green light by head coach Josh Pastner to handle the 
position as a freshman, sink or swim.
	 The Brooklyn native, the first Tech player from the New 
York area in nearly 20 years, has missed five full game and most 
of a sixth this season with a right ankle sprain suffered before the 
Jackets played Elon.
	 He developed into the Yellow Jackets’ engine on the floor 
as a sophomore, leading the Jackets in scoring (12.5 ppg), 
assists (3.6 apg), steals (1.8 pg) and free throw percentage 
(76.9 pct.) in ACC games. He also took 3.9 rebounds on 
average in ACC games, tied for second most on the squad.
	 Alvarado’s freshman season was full of promise until it 
came to an abrupt halt on Feb. 11, when he dislocated his left 
elbow on a hard fall to the floor trying to contest a breakaway shot 
from Duke’s Javin Delaurier. Until then, he had averaged 12.6 
points per game to rank second on the team, 3.9 rebounds and 
3.3 assists. He also shot the ball well, making 45 percent of his 
shots from the floor, 37.4 percent from three-point distance, and 
80.2 percent from the foul line on 80 attempts.
	 Alvarado has posted 37 double-figure scoring games 
in his career, 10 times scoring 20 or more. And the 6-foot 
playmaker has averaged more than 34 minutes per game, with 
13 complete 40-minute games.
	 • Said Pittsburgh coach Jeff Capel: “[Jose] Alvarado 
is a big-time competitor. We told our guys coming into this game, 
I know that kid and I know his spirit. With his team struggling, I 
knew that he would try to take it upon himself to be aggressive 
and have a great game. He was sensational.”

Devoe Breaking Out
	 Freshman guard Michael Devoe, the highest-rated high 
school prospect Georgia Tech has recruited under Josh Pastner, 
steadily improved over the course of his freshman season and 
has made a quantom leap for the Yellow Jackets early this 
season.
	 The Orlando, Fla., sophomore leads the ACC in scoring 
in the early going at 21.4 points per game, and tops the NCAA 
rankings in three-point shooting (18-of-34, .529). Devoe has 
scored 20 or more points in five games this season, including a 
career-best 34 in a loss to Georgia that earned him ACC Player 
of the Week honors.
	 As a freshman, the Orlando, Fla., native began the season 
slowly after missing siginifcant practice time with a toe injury, but 
steadily played more minutes and improved his production.
	 He entered the Tech starting lineup at Arkansas on 
Dec. 19, a game Tech won, 69-65, and scored 11 points. 
He connected on 43.8 percent of his three-point tries in ACC 
games (would have ranked No. 3 in the ACC with enough 3PM) 
and averaged 35.4 minutes (10th-most). He hit 32-of-68 (47.1 
pct.) three-point tries in his last 15 games.

Banking Hours
	 The most significant development in the direction of last 
year’s Georgia Tech team may have occured Nov. 13, when 
the NCAA granted James Banks III immediate eligibility after his 
transfer from Texas.
	 Tech received that news while conducting its shootaround 
for its second game of the season, at Tennesee. Arrangements 
were made to get Banks to Knoxville (transfers do not travel with 
the team), where he contributed five points and seven rebounds 
in a 66-53 loss.
	 The personable 6-9 post player progressed rapidly after 
that modest start. He went on to log seven double-doubles, 
finish the season as Tech’s No. 2 scorer and top rebounder, 
and finish 11th in the nation in blocked shots anchoring Tech’s 
defense.
	 This season, he has added three-more double-doubles, 
ranks No. 2 in the nation in blocked shots at a rate (4.0 per 
game), and ranks No. 5 in the ACC in rebound average (8.4).

Getting it Wright
	 Part of Georgia Tech’s improvement at the end of last 
season can be attributed to the development of sophomore 
forward Moses Wright, who played only one year of high school 
basketball and was not rated at all coming out of high school.
	 The 6-9 Raleigh, N.C., native has continued where he left 
off, starting all five games this season and sitting No. 2 on Tech’s 
scoring chart (12.1 ppg) and No. 2 in rebounding (8.3 rpg) after 
scoring 47 points and grabbing 30 rebounds in Tech’s last three 
games. He has connected on 55.6 percent of his shots from the 
floor, No. 2 in the ACC.
	 Wright started the Yellow Jackets’ last seven games of 
2018-19 and blossomed in the last four, averaging 15.6 points 
and 6.2 rebounds while connecting on 36-of-58 field goals. He 
finished off the season with a career-high 25 points (12-of-18 
FG) in the ACC Tournament against Notre Dame.

Building Depth
	 The upward progress of Georgia Tech’s program is 
evident in the development of its last two classes, each of whom 
has played significant minutes and made significant contributions 
on the ACC level. Though not highly-rated in terms of rankings, 
the players have a wide range of skills and are developing into 
consistent conference-level performers for the next couple of 
years.

	 a. The 2017-18 class of Jose Alvarado, Evan Cole and 
Moses Wright combined to start 54 games last season, 
contributing 20.7 points, 8.7 rebounds and 57.5 minutes 
per game.

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More Player Development Success
	 Notable player development successes over the past 
three seasons include Josh Okogie, Ben Lammers, Tadric 
Jackson, Abdoulaye Gueye, James Banks III and Moses Wright, 
who maximized their skill sets and their production under the 
current coaching staff.
	 Okogie went from being ranked 11th in the state as a HS 
senior to a first-round NBA draft pick. In the last two seasons, 
Gueye, a 6-9 forward, developed from a project player into an 
ACC-level contributor. Banks, a 6-9 center, exceeded his two-
year totals at Texas in just 23 games and led the ACC in blocked 
shots. Graduate transfer Brandon Alston had similar statistical 
numbers at the ACC level as he compiled in two seasons at 
Lehigh. Wright blossomed at the end of the 2018-19 season 
and averaged more than 15 points and six rebounds, tripling his 
season scoring average and doubling his rebound norm.

Jackets’ Newcomer Class
	 • David Didenko, a 6-9, 232-pound forward originally 
from Yakutsk, Russia, signed with Georgia Tech during the early 
signing period last November. Didenko attended Boca Raton 
Community High School before enrolling at Palm Beach State, 
a junior college in Boca Raton, for the 2018-19 academic year. 
A full academic qualifier in high school, Didenko enrolled at 
Tech in the summer and has three years of eligibility with the 
Yellow Jackets. Didenko moved to New York in August, 2010, 
at the age of 11. Prior to his enrollment at Boca Raton, Didenko 
attended Northeast High School as a junior, and Montverde 
Academy for his ninth- and 10th-grade years.
	 • Bubba Parham, a 5-10 transfer from VMI, received 
NCAA approval waiving his required year of residency and is 
eligible immediately to compete for the Yellow Jackets. Parham 
has two seasons of eligibility remaining. Parham, who is from 
Snellville, Ga., and attended Brookwood High School, transferred 
to Tech in June after two standout seasons at VMI in Lexington, 
Va., where he earned second-team All-South Conference 
honors in 2018-19 and was named the conference’s Freshman 
of the Year in 2017-18. He started all 62 games for the Keydets 
over two seasons, scoring 1,125 points and averaging 18.1 
points per game. In two seasons, he connected on 37.2 percent 
of his three-point field goal tries, making 2.8 per game, and 
79.5 percent of his free throw attempts. Last season, Parham 
led the Southern Conference with 21.4 points per game, scoring 
30 points or more nine times.
	 • Asanti Price, a 6-5, 177-pound guard from Columbia, 
S.C., and W.J. Keenan High School, signed a national letter-
of-intent during the spring signing period. Rated a three-star 
prospect and ranked No. 74 among shooting guards nationally 
in the 247Sports composite rankings, Price led W.J. Keenan 
High school with 17.9 points per game and was considered 
one of the top shooters in the area during the 2018-19 season. 
Price had more than 20 points in the Raiders’ final two playoff 
games including 22 in the state championship game victory 
over Ridgeland-Hardeeville, a game in which he went 8-of-12 in 
the second half. He was a Class 3A all-state selection and also 
selected to play in the Carolinas Classic.
	 • Jordan Usher, a 6-7, 225-poind forward, transferred 
from Southern California and enrolled at Tech last January. 
Usher arrived at Tech after playing a season and a half for the 
Trojans. He must complete a year of residency at Georgia Tech 
and will become eligible to play for the Yellow Jackets following 
the conclusion of the fall 2019 term. He will be eligible for 
the remainder of the 2019-20 season and all of the 2020-
21 season. A former 4-star prospect from Canton, Ga., Usher 
played in all 36 games with two starts for the Trojans as a 
freshman in 2017-18, averaging 4.8 points and 2.0 rebounds 
per game while connecting on 40.9 percent of his three-point 
field goal attempts. In 2018-19, Usher played in 12 games and 
made two starts, averaging 8.6 points and 3.7 rebounds.

Wire-to-Wire
	 Though he has expanded his playing rotation to reflect 
the growing level of talent within the program, head coach 
Josh Pastner remains committed to a tight playing rotation, 
reminiscent of the way Bobby Cremins coached the Yellow 
Jackets over his 19 seasons.
	 This season, with four power conference teams already 
played, Tech’s reserves have played 21.1 percent of the minutes 
(No. 338 in the nation), down from the 23.6 percent they played 
during ACC games last season.
	 Michael Devoe (37.4) ranks No. 1 in the ACC in most 
average minutes played this season.
	 Jose Alvarado, who had played 96.7 percent of possible 
ACC minutes prior to his Feb. 11 injury as a freshman, averaged 
36.2 minutes in ACC games last season and played 35 or more 
minutes 18 times. This season, he has missed four full games 
and the majority of a fifth with an ankle injury.
	 Last season, Alvarado and Devoe both ranked among 
the ACC’s top 10 and combined for eight 40-minute games. 
Alvarado has posted 13 40-minute games in his career.
	 Tech players had 20 complete games combined in 
2017-18, and had at least one player play the full 40 in 12 of 
19 ACC games (regular season plus tournament).
	 NOTE: Between the Cremins era and the arrival of 
Pastner, only one Georgia Tech player played every minute of 
a game, regulation or overtime, and that was Marcus Georges-
Hunt on Feb. 20, 2016, in a win over Notre Dame at home. 
In the final 15 seasons of Cremins’ tenure (1985-86 through 
1999-2000), a total of 196 players logged a 40-minute game.

Winning Starts at Home
	 Georgia Tech and head coach Josh Pastner have made 
a priority of making McCamish Pavilion a real homecourt 
advantage for the program, and the Yellow Jackets made a good 
start on that by setting a program record for wins at home (17) 
in 2017-18, which included a 7-2 ACC record and two NIT 
victories.
	 Tech is 16-12 against ACC teams at home under Pastner, 
and that includes a 5-5 mark against ranked opponents.
	 Tech is 43-19 at McCamish Pavilion under Pastner.

20-Game ACC Schedule Rotation
	 Beginning this season, the Atlantic Coast Conference 
has implemented a 20-game schedule for all its teams and 
announced a rotation that will carry the league through the next 
three seasons (through the 2021-22 season). 
	 Each team plays its two primary rivals every season both 
home and away (four games, Clemson and Notre Dame remain 
Georgia Tech’s primary home-and-away opponents) and four 
repeat opponents both home and away (eight games). The 
remaining eight opponents will be single games, four at home 
and four on the road.  The full cycle of repeat opponents will be 
complete following the third year.
	 Under the former 18-game schedule, each team played 
four opponents both home and away each season, four at home 
and four away.
	 In 2019-20, Georgia Tech is playing Louisville, NC State, 
Pittsburgh and Syracuse both home and away in addition to 
Clemson and Notre Dame, with Duke, Miami, Virginia and Virginia 
Tech visiting McCamish Pavilion.
	 In 2020-21, Tech’s home-and-away opponents will be 
Clemson, Notre Dame, Duke, Florida State, Virginia and Wake 
Forest, with home games against Boston, North Carolina, 
Pittsburgh and Syracuse.
	 In 2021-22, the Yellow Jackets play Clemson, Notre

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Tech to Play in 2019 Diamond Head Classic
	 Georgia Tech will make its fifth trip to the state of Hawai’i 
in program history this month when it competes in the 2019 
Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Classic in Honolulu, Hawai’i.
	 The field for the 2019 Hawaiian Airlines Diamond 
Head Classic features Ball State (Mid-American), Boise State 
(Mountain West), Georgia Tech (ACC), tournament host school 
Hawai’i (Big West), Houston (AAC), Portland (WCC), UTEP 
(Conference USA), and Washington (Pac-12). The 11th annual 
event will be played at the Stan Sheriff Center on the campus of 
the University of Hawai’i.
	 The Jackets will open against Boise State, and will face 
Houston or Portland in the second round. 
	 Three teams in the 2019 field were a part of the 
postseason last season – Boise State (NIT), Houston (NCAA) 
and Washington (NIT). Meanwhile, five teams will make their first-
ever appearance in the Hawaiian Airlines Diamond Head Classic.
	 Tech has a 10-5 record all time in four previous 
tournament events in Hawai’i, including a 6-3 mark in three 
appearances in the Rainbow Classic – 1984 champions, 1988, 
1994 – which also were held at the University of Hawai’i.

	 Georgia Tech is playing its seventh season in McCamish 
Pavilion, which was essentially brand new when it opened for 
the 2012-13 season. The only physical elements of McCamish 
Pavilion that remain from the venerable Alexander Memorial 
Coliseum are the roof and the 32 steel ribs that support it.
	 The capacity of McCamish Pavilion is 8,600, including 
1,665 seats in the new balcony level and 6,935 seats in the 
lower seating bowl. There are no suites, but there is a club area 
that seats 500. Alexander Memorial Coliseum seated 9,191 
spectators in its final configuration.
	 The most impressive features of McCamish Pavilion are 
its grand entrance, which fronts 10th and Fowler Streets, the 
ability for patrons to view the court from the main concourse 
all the way around, and the theatrical lighting system, which 
concentrates light on the court while leaving the seating areas 
dark, modeled after the Staples Center in Los Angeles and 
Madison Square Garden in New York.
	 Tech played 55 seasons in Alexander Memorial Coliseum, 
compiling a record of 556-194 (.741). Miami was the last team 
to play Tech in Alexander Memorial Coliseum, a game Tech won, 
and was the first ACC team to play in McCamish Pavilion on Jan. 
5, which Miami won. For the 2011-12 season, Tech played its 
home games at Philips Arena and the Arena at Gwinnett.

	 Georgia Tech has played in the NCAA Tournament 16 
times in its history.

Whack Hyder - Kentucky Killer
Perhaps the most amazing statistic of Whack Hyder’s 
tenure at Georgia Tech is his record against the powerful 
Kentucky teams coached by the Baron, Adolph Rupp.
	 From 1951, when he took over the Tech program, 
through 1964, when the Yellow Jackets left the 
Southeastern Conference, Hyder’s teams posted a 9-16 
record against the mighty Wildcats.
	 To put that in perspective, Hyder’s nine victories 
against Kentucky were twice as many as any other SEC 
school during that period. The next best record was 
by Vanderbilt at 5-20. Three SEC schools—Georgia, 
Florida, and Mississippi—did not record a single victory 
against the Wildcats during that time, and four others had 
two or fewer wins.
	 Hyder’s most famous win over the Wildcats was his 
first one, on Jan. 8, 1955, when a Tech team that would 
finish with a 12-13 record went into Memorial Coliseum 
and knocked off No. 1-ranked Kentucky, ending a 129-
game home winning streak. That was the first of three 
victories over top-ranked Kentucky squads.
	 In 1963, Hyder again took his team to Lexington and 
downed the ’Cats in double overtime, becoming the first 
coach to defeat Rupp three times on his home court.

After guiding Memphis to five post-season berths in seven seasons as the Tigers’ head coach, Josh Pastner 
became Georgia Tech’s 14th head basketball coach on April 8, 2016.

	 Implementing a high-energy style of play and creative offensive and defensive schemes, and building the 
Jackets’ talent base for the future, Pastner has tirelessly promoted the program on campus and throughout the city 
of Atlanta in an effort to re-create the major homecourt atmosphere that surrounded the Yellow Jackets throughout 
the 1980s, 1990s and into the middle of the 2000s. The result has been numerous wins, high excitement and 
12 sellouts in three seasons at McCamish Pavilion.
	 Two of his players - guard Josh Okogie and Ben Lammers - have earned All-Atlantic Coast Conference 
honors before moving on to the professional ranks. Okogie, in particular, developed from an under-the-radar high 
school prospect into a highly-regarded NBA rookie, having been selected 20th in the 2018 NBA Draft.
	 In his first season at the helm, his Yellow Jacket team defied all pre-season expectations by reaching the post-
season and advancing to the finals of the National Invitation Tournament. Tech earned victories over No. 9 North Carolina, 
No. 6 Florida State and No. 14 Notre Dame (later vacated by the NCAA Committee on Infractions), who all finished 
among the top four in the ACC regular season. He was named Coach of the Year in the ACC and in NABC District 2. 
	 Two of his players earned all-Atlantic Coast Conference honors; junior center Ben Lammers was named 
second-team All-ACC and ACC Defensive Player of the Year, while freshman guard Josh Okogie was named to 
the ACC All-Freshman team.
	 Though hampered by several significant injuries and other issues in 2017-18, Tech still was able to knock 
off a pair of top-25 teams while Lammers and Okogie again earned conference honors, and Okogie developed 
into an NBA first-round draft choice. In 2018-19, the Yellow jackets picked up three significant road wins - at 
Arkansas, Syracuse and NC State, each of whom made post-season play - and center James Banks III was named 
to the ACC’s All-Defensive team.
	 Pastner, 43, compiled a 167-73 record over seven seasons as the head coach at Memphis, where the 
Tigers earned bids to the NCAA Tournament four times. He tied for the 10th most wins for a head coach in his first 
seven seasons in Division I basketball history, and was the second winningest active coach under the age of 40 in 
NCAA Division I at the time.
	 Despite his young age, Pastner has been involved in basketball at the Division I level for 21 years, as a player 
and an assistant coach at Arizona, and as an assistant coach and the head coach at Memphis. He has been a part 
of teams that have won 524 games, played in 17 NCAA Tournaments and 19 total post-season events. Teams 
he has been involved with have won 12 conference tournament or regular-season championships, advanced to 
seven Sweet Sixteens, five Elite Eights, two Final Fours and two NCAA championship games.
	 As an NCAA head or assistant coach and an AAU head coach, he has coached nearly 25 NBA draft 
selections.
	 Pastner’s Memphis teams averaged 23.9 wins per season and compiled a conference regular-season 
record of 82-36, including a conference winning streak of 28 games. The Tigers went 11-4 in Conference USA 
and American Athletic Conference tournaments, including three championships.
	 He guided Memphis to five post-season berths, the NIT in 2010 and the NCAA Tournament in 2011, 
2012, 2013 and 2014. Pastner twice won Conference USA Coach of the Year honors (2010, 2013) by various 
organizations and news media.
	 Pastner was born in Glen Dale, W.Va., and grew up in Kingwood, Texas. He earned his bachelor’s degree in 
family studies in December of 1998, in just two and a half years, from Arizona and his master’s degree in teaching 
and teacher education from Arizona in December of 1999, all while lettering four years in basketball under head 
coach Lute Olson.
	 He married the former Kerri Lamas of Sierra Vista, Ariz., in 2009. He has a stepson (Ethan) and three 
daughters, Payten, Kamryn and Harper.

Remember Bubba Parham? Former VMI star’s returning to Rupp with 
Georgia Tech.

For one Georgia Tech player, Saturday’s game at Kentucky returns him to the scene of the sublime. 

UK fans surely remember Bubba Parham’s last visit to Rupp Arena. His 35 points – the fourth-most points scored by an opposing player 
in John Calipari’s 11 seasons as Kentucky coach – included a dazzling 10-for-16 shooting display from three-point range. UK won that 
game on Nov. 18 of last season, but Parham’s rainbow shots made a lasting impression. 

“He was looking like (Steph) Curry out there tonight,” UK guard Immanuel Quickley said after the game. 

Parham, a 5-foot-11 guard from the Atlanta area, transferred to Georgia Tech after last season. Because of a serious medical situation 
involving his parents, the NCAA waived its rule about transfers sitting out a year. So, Parham is playing this season. 

Now, as then, Parham spoke of how playing in Rupp Arena against Kentucky can inspire a player. 

“It was a special night for me,” he said on Tuesday. “It was one of the best games I’ve had in a long time. Not even just because of the 
points, because I had scored more points.” 

Parham, whose first name is Donald, led the Southern Conference in scoring last season with an average of 21.4 points. His nine games 
scoring 30 or more points were the most by a Southern Conference player since – here’s that name again – Steph Curry’s 15 such games 
for Davidson in the 2008-09 season. Incidentally, Parham said Curry is his favorite NBA player. 

Parham defined his “special night” as “just being in that arena and that environment. Having a good game. It’s definitely one that I’ll 
never forget.” 

Georgia Tech Coach Josh Pastner did not watch Kentucky’s fun-filled 92-82 victory over VMI. He said he was aware that Parham made a 
lot of three-point shots. 

“And I hope the basketball gods allow him to hit 10 more threes on Saturday,” Pastner said. “Because we sure darn need it. I can tell you 
that. If there’s any game we’d need him to hit 10 threes, it’d be the game on Saturday. So, I hope he has 10 left in him for Saturday’s 
game.” 

ROLE CHANGED 

Georgia Tech brings a 4-3 record into Saturday’s game. Last Saturday, the Yellow Jackets lost 97-63 at home to a Syracuse team that 
improved its record to 5-4. 

A high ankle sprain sidelining point guard Jose Alvarado has impacted Georgia Tech’s team and changed Parham’s role. 

“He’s critical,” Pastner said of Alvarado, who had played only two games and will not be available on Saturday. “Take off your starting 
quarterback from your football team. And then tell me how it goes. We struggle without him.” 

Alvarado’s absence has shifted point guard duties onto Parham. Through seven games, he’s made eight of 30 three-point shots (26.7-
percent accuracy) and 17 of 51 shots overall (33.3 percent). He’s averaging 7.0 points. 

“It hurts,” Parham said of Alvarado’s absence. “He’s a very important aspect of the team. He’s a leader. He gets everything going.” 

Parham sees a positive in his emergency shift to point guard. 

“At the next level, I’m not going to be able to play the ‘two,’” he said. “So, I’m learning the point guard role. How to get my teammates 
better, set my teammates up to be successful and be successful myself at the same time.” 

‘DO IT AGAIN’ 

Of course, in his previous game in Rupp Arena, Parham put an exclamation point on successful. His 10 three-pointers against Kentucky 
were one short of a Rupp Arena record for a player. Corey Allmond of Sam Houston State made 11 on Nov. 19, 2009, in what was 
Calipari’s third game as UK coach. 

The only players to score more points against UK than Parham’s 35 in Calipari’s time as coach have been Elston Turner of Texas A&M 
(40 points on Jan. 12, 2013), Allmond (37 points) and J.J. Frazier of Georgia (36 points on Feb. 18, 2017 in Athens). 

After transferring to Georgia Tech, Parham learned while scanning Twitter that he would playing against UK in Rupp Arena again. 

“I got a lot of messages and mentions on Twitter about it,” he said. 

The messages? 

“Do it again,” he said. “Stuff like that.”
