Rubenstein (.377) and Nico Senese (.303).

* Finley was once again one of the top two-way players in
the country, hitting .500 last week with three doubles and
a home run, while also allowing just one run on three hits
in 4.2 innings against Notre Dame to sport a 1.53 ERA.

o Getting the start on a staff day will be veteran arm Ben
King.

 King so far has been sensational, working to a 2-0
record and 0.00 ERA through 12.0 innings and six
appearances. He has worked to a 15:1 strikeout-to-walk
ratio.

o Terry Busse has also proved to be one of the top
closers in the country, working toward his fourth six-out
save against Notre Dame, giving him six on the season to
co-lead the country.

* |n six appearances and 10.0 innings, Busse has
allowed just three hits and worked to a 20:1 strikeout-to-
walk ratio.

 Also impressing out of Tech's bullpen has been
Joseph Mannelly (1.42 ERA), Jackson Vaughan

o He started the final 28 games of the season and made his
name on terrific plays at the shortstop position.

e Jackson's defensive prowess last year has earned him
a spot in the starting lineup at shortstop, making a circus
SportsCenter top-10 play at UVA to save the game.

e Jackson suffered a pregame injury on Feb. 25 and was
out until March 11 when he returned in a blowout win, going
2-for-2 against Notre Dame.

 Rated as the No. 5 shortstop and No. 10 player overall in
the state of Georgia out of high school, Campbell redshirted
last season and will vie for a starting job in the middle
infield.

 Having a terrific fall, Campbell was listed as the breakout
player to watch by D7Baseball.

 Deleo blasted into 2023 by earning National Player of the
Week honors after just the first weekend of play.

 Deleo hit .417 with five hits, a double and a team-best
three home runs (two on Sunday) against Miami (Ohio).

© He accounted for 12 of Tech's 36 runs as he drove in six
and crossed the plate six times himself.

e Qverall through 16 games, he's been one of the best
hitters in the nation, hitting .419 with a whopping 26 hits --
five doubles and five home runs -- for 18 RBI. He's slugging
.742 with a .507 on-base percentage.

 Deleo suffered an oblique injury last year and was limited
to just 30 games.

 Despite limitation, DeLeo still hit .386 for 22 hits, two
home runs and 19 RBI, scoring 19 times as well.

e Deleo entered in a big spot against then-No. 7 Louisville
in the 2022 ACC Tournament, crushing a double to clear
the bases and secure the win for Tech.

¢ |n 2021, DeLeo became the first Yellow Jacket since
Wade Bailey in 2017 to record five hits when he went a
perfect 5-for-5 in the rubber match at then-No. 12 Virginia
Tech.

e Starting the final 51 games of the season in right field was
slugger Stephen Reid.

e Through 16 games, Reid has continued his power hitting,
currently at .281 with 18 hits, a double, a triple and five
home runs.

o After a icy 1-for-20 stretch from March 3-10, Reid
finally started to get the bat rolling on March 11 in the
doubleheader against Notre Dame, going 5-for-8 with a
double, homer and four RBI to close the series.

 Reid was red-hot last year, hitting .333 for 72 hits, eight
doubles and 16 home runs for 63 RBI.

 Reid's power at the plate was on full display against
Kennesaw State last season, hitting two home runs, one a
grand slam, for six RBI.
