Stoudamire Begins New Chapter for Tech
	 Damon Stoudamire, well-known throughout the 
basketball world for his success as a player and coach at the 
collegiate and professional levels, was named the 15th head 
coach in Georgia Tech men’s basketball history on March 13. 
	 Stoudamire comes to Georgia Tech after most recently 
serving as an assistant coach of the Boston Celtics, who currently 
sit atop the NBA’s Atlantic Division standings. He was with the 
Celtics for nearly two seasons (2021-22 and 2022-23), after a 
successful five-season stint as the head coach at Pacific (2016-
21). At Pacific, he was named West Coast Conference Coach 
of the Year in 2020 after leading the Tigers to a 23-10 record 
in 2019-20, good for the program’s best winning percentage 
(.697) in 15 years, and a third-place finish in the powerful WCC 
(behind only national powers Gonzaga and St. Mary’s). He also 
was named the recipient of the Ben Jobe Award, given to the 
nation’s top minority head coach.
	 Stoudamire established himself as one of his generation’s 
premier players when he was a three-time all-conference 
performer, the 1995 Pac 10 co-Player of the Year and a 
consensus first-team All-American at Arizona, where he 
played for four seasons from 1991-95. After helping lead 
the Wildcats to the Final Four as a junior in 1994, he capped 
his collegiate career by averaging 22.8 points per game, en 
route to the co-conference Player of the Year and consensus 
first-team All-America recognition in 1995. He was a finalist

Jackets Enjoy Strong Finish to 2022-23 Season
	 Georgia Tech (15-18, 6-14 ACC) won six of its last 
eight regular-season conference games and its first-round 
game against Florida State in the Atlantic Coast Conference 
Tournament, a remarkable turnaround after the Yellow Jackets 
stood 8-15 overall and 1-12 in the ACC on Feb. 4.
	 Over the final month of the season, Tech defeated Notre 
Dame, Virginia Tech and Louisville at home sandwiched around 
close losses to Wake Forest and Pittsburgh on the road, then 
finished the regular season with road victories at Syracuse and 
Boston College to finish 13th in the ACC standings.
	 Following the Jackets’ exit from the ACC Tournament, 
Tech parted ways with head coach Josh Pastner after seven 
seasons, a 109-114 overall record, an ACC Championship and 
NCAA Tournament appearance in 2021 and an NIT finals run in 
2017.

Jackets At-A-Glance
	 Georgia Tech returns four scholarship players (five total) 
from its 2022-23 team, each of who started the final 10 games 
of the season, which included seven victories. All of them are 
perimeter players and four of the top five scorers from that team 
- 6-6 junior Miles Kelly (14.4 ppg), 6-2 senior Lance Terry 
(10.1 ppg), 6-6 junior Deebo Coleman (9.7 ppg) and 6-3 
senior  Kyle Sturdivant (9.5 ppg).
	 They form the nucleus of a squad to which head coach 
Damon Stoudamire has added fa five-player transfer class 
ranked No. 17 in the nation by 247Sports, and four scholarship 
freshmen.
	 Five of the newcomers are guards and wings, including 
6-4 sophomore Amaree Abram (8.0 ppg at Ole Miss), 6-9 
sophomore Tafara Gapare (3.4 ppg at Massachusetts), 6-3 
freshman Naithan George (Toronto, Canada), 6-7 junior 
Kowacie Reeves (8.5 ppg at Florida) and 6-6 freshman 
Ibrahima Sacko (Conakry, Guinea). The Jackets lost just one 
guard who played significant minutes (Deivon Smith transferred 
to Utah).
	 Stoudamire totally rebuilt the frontcourt, which lost 
undersized, but productive 6-7 center Ja’von Franklin, by 
signing 6-7 graduate senior Tyzhaun Claude (15.4 ppg, 8.6 
rpg at Western Carolina) and 6-11 Ebenezer Dowuona (1.7 
ppg, 1.9 rpg at NC State) out of the transfer portal and adding 
a pair of freshmen in 6-9 Baye Ndongo (Mboro, Senegal) and 
6-9 Ibrahim Souare (Conakry, Guinea).

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	 • Tech finished as the ACC leader in three-point defense. 
The Jackets permitted opponents to make just 30.1 percent in 
2022-23, which also ranks 18th nationally.
	 • Going back to Tech’s Feb. 15 win over Virginia Tech 
(last eight games), Tech averaged 10.6 three-point field goals 
per game, making 38.1 percent.
	 • Over Tech’s last 10 ACC games (including the ACC 
Tournament), Miles Kelly, Lance Terry, Deebo Coleman and 
Kyle Sturdivant combined to hit 39.5 percent (98-of-248) 
from three-point range.
	 • Over Tech’s last 10 ACC games (ACC Tournament 
included), the Yellow Jackets averaged 74.3 points, connected 
on 44.7 percent from the floor and 38.3 percent from three-
point range. This trend coincided with Tech going to the starting 
lineup of Terry, Sturdivant, Coleman, Kelly and Franklin for its 
Feb. 4 game at NC State, which started the last 11 games of the 
season. In its first 12 ACC games, Tech averaged 61.2 points, 
hit 38.5 percent from the floor and 29.7 from three-point land.
	 • Tech turned the ball over an average of 10.6 times 
a game in 2022-23, a school record since that stat has been 
tracked in 1992-93. The previous mark was 11.1 by the 2015-
16 and 2020-21 teams.
	 • Tech committed five or fewer turnovers in a game six 
times in 2022-23, including a Tech-record-tying four in a Feb. 
21 loss at Pittsburgh. Going back to 1986-87, Tech is on record 
for seven games of five or fewer turnovers from then through 
the 2021-22 season (36 seasons). Tech’s previous best rate 
was 11.1-per-game established by the Jackets in 2015-16 and 
2020-21.

	 • Georgia Tech won four of its last five games, six of its 
last eight and seven of its last 10.
	 • Tech won a first-round game in the ACC Tournament for 
just the third time since 2010, when the Yellow Jackets reached 
the final for one of its three runner-up finishes in Greensboro.
	 • Tech’s upswing over the last month of the season 
was spurred by the emergence of its two transfers, senior 
center Ja’von Franklin and senior guard Lance Terry, who 
averaged 14.2 and 13.3 points, respectively, over the last 11 
games.
	 • Tech averaged 74.7 points per game over that stretch, 
connected on 45 percent of its shots from the floor and 38 
percent of its three-point attempts. The Jackets averaged 9.9 
three-point field goals made.	
	 • Tech’s leading scorer, sophomore guard Miles Kelly, 
averaged 19.8 points and 3.1 rebounds over the Yellow Jackets’ 
last eight games, all in double figures, hitting 47.7 percent from 
the floor and 44.3 percent from three-point range. He hit 30 
three-point field goals over Tech’s last six games.
	 • Over Tech’s last 10 ACC games (ACC Tournment 
included), the Yellow Jackets’ rotation shortened to six or seven 
players, with the five starters playing more than 87 percent of the 
minutes.
	 • Tech’s offensive efficiency rating as measured by 
KenPom.com was 104.4, the second-highest for the Jackets 
in seven seasons under Josh Pastner.
	 • Tech’s season turnover rate of 10.6 per game was its 
lowest on record dating back to the 1992-93 season, when 
turnovers became an official NCAA statistic. The Jackets turned 
it over just 8.9 times per game in its last nine ACC games.
	 • Only four Tech players fouled out of a game in 2022-
23, a program record. The fewest disqualifications by fouls by 
the Yellow Jackets over the past 57 years (1966-67 to the 
present) was five, by the 2011-12 and 2015-16 teams.
	 • Kelly finished the season with an 89.8 success rate 
on 59 free throw attempts, breaking the Tech record of 88.73 
percent by Anthony Morrow (63-of-71) in 2005-06. Kelly had 
a streak of 24 straight makes that ended Jan. 17 against NC 
State.

Team Trends
	 • Tech’s four returning scholarship players - Miles Kelly, 
Lance Terry, Deebo Coleman and Kyle Sturdivant - accounted 
for 59.4 percent of the Yellow Jackets’ points and 56.5 percent 
of the minutes during the 2022-23 season. They collectively 
shot 35.6 percent from three-point range.
	 • Tech has a total of nine scholarship newcomers on its 
roster, five transfers who were judged the 17th best transfer 
class in the country by 247Sports, and four freshmen.
	 • Tech’s five transfers combined to average 37 points 
and 17.2 rebounds per game last season at their previous 
schools. They have combined to play in 263 games in their 
careers, and have made 116 starts/
	 • Tech scored 70 points or more in eight of its last 10 
games in 2022-23 (Notre Dame, Wake Forest, Virginia Tech, 
Florida Tech, Louisville, Syracuse, Boston College, Pittsburgh), 
the only exceptions being 61 points against Florida State in the 
ACC Tournament and its 68-point game at Pittsburgh Feb. 21. 
The Yellow Jackets were 12-3 last season when scoring 70 or 
more points (6-3 vs. ACC foes), 3-15 when failing to reach 70.
	 • Tech scored one point per possession (KenPom 
offensive efficiency rating) in each of its last 10 games, matching 
the Yellow Jackets’ longest such streak since the measure has 
been tracked (the 2021 ACC Championship unit did so in its 
final 10 games). Tech’s final measure of 104.4 was its second-
best under Pastner, behind the 2021 ACC title team (113.7, No. 
22 in the nation).

Tech played 55 seasons in Alexander Memorial Coliseum, 
compiling a record of 556-194 (.741). Miami was the last team 
to play Tech there, a game Tech won, and was the first ACC 
team to play in McCamish Pavilion, which Miami won. For the 
2011-12 season, Tech played its home games at Philips Arena 
and the Arena at Gwinnett.
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Head Coach Damon Stoudamire • 1st season at Tech

Well-known throughout the basketball world for his success as a player and coach at the collegiate and professional levels, 
Damon Stoudamire became the 15th head coach in Georgia Tech men’s basketball history on March 14, 2023.

	 Stoudamire comes to Georgia Tech after most recently serving as an assistant coach of the Boston Celtics, who currently 
sit atop the NBA’s Atlantic Division standings. He was with the Celtics for nearly two seasons (2021-22 and 2022-23), after a 
successful five-season stint as the head coach at Pacific (2016-21). At Pacific, he was named West Coast Conference Coach 
of the Year in 2020 after leading the Tigers to a 23-10 record in 2019-20, good for the program’s best winning percentage 
(.697) in 15 years, and a third-place finish in the powerful WCC (behind only national powers Gonzaga and St. Mary’s). He also 
was honored with the Ben Jobe Award, given annually to the nation’s top minority head coach.
	 Stoudamire established himself as one of his generation’s premier players when he was a three-time all-conference performer, 
the 1995 Pac 10 co-Player of the Year and a consensus first-team All-American at Arizona, where he played for four seasons 
from 1991-95. After helping lead the Wildcats to the Final Four as a junior in 1994, he capped his collegiate career by averaging 
22.8 points per game, en route to the co-conference Player of the Year and consensus first-team All-America recognition in 
1995. He was a finalist for 1995 Wooden Award (National Player of the Year).
	 At the conclusion of his Arizona career, Stoudamire was the Wildcats’ all-time leader in 3-pointers made (272) and ranked 
second in points (1,849) and fourth in assists (663). He was the only player in Arizona history with two 40-point games.
	 His amateur career also included helping lead the United States to the gold medal in the 1993 World University Games (where 
he led the team in assists and steals despite being the youngest player on the roster) and the bronze at the 1994 Goodwill Games.
	 Stoudamire was selected by the Toronto Raptors with the seventh overall pick in the 1995 NBA Draft and averaged 13.4 
points and 6.1 assists per game over the course of a 13-year professional playing career that included stints with the Raptors 
(1995-98), Portland Trail Blazers (1998-05), Memphis Grizzlies (2005-08) and San Antonio Spurs (2008). He was named the 
1996 NBA Rookie of the Year after averaging 19 points and 9.3 assists per game in his first NBA campaign, the first of four-
straight seasons that he averaged at least 17 points and eight assists per contest.
