e NATIONAL TEAM OF THE WEEK

e Following Clemson's performance two weeks ago, the Tigers were named the USBWA National Team of the Week.

o Witha 69-58 win over the no. 20 California Golden Bears, Clemson notched its first victory over a ranked teamin nearly two years.

e The Tigers also picked up their first overtime win since 2021 with a 65-61 thriller against the Stanford Cardinal.

e Cal and Stanford entered last week as two of the top ten three-point shooting teams in the nation, but the Tiger defense held
both west coast schools to a combined 23% from outside.

o With the wins, the Tigers achieved a 3-1 record to start ACC play for the first time since 2020-21.

THREE-POINT THREATS

o Clemson is one of three teams (lowa State, Eastern Michigan) in the nation that brought in at least two players (Hannah
Kohn, Summah Evans) from the transfer portal that shot over 40% from three-point range with at least 25 attempts. .

e |nClemson's game against NC State, the Tigers made 15 three pointers which set a new program record for most three
pointers in a game.

HOMECOURT ADVANTAGE

e Clemson's game against Preshyterian had 6,589 fans in attendance - the second highest attended game in program history.

e Clemson's win over Cal is Clemson's first home win against a ranked opponent since beating no. 23 Florida State in 2023.

o The Tigers just notched their first overtime win since January 4, 2021 (86-77 vs Syracuse)

e |n Clemson's game in Littlejohn Coliseum against NC Central, the Tigers recorded their largest win since 1998 (91-33).

o With the Tigers' two wins against no. 20 Cal and Stanford last week, Clemson improves to 7-4 at home this year and has
increased its average attendance by 91% over the 2023-24 season.

® Clemson ranks tied for second in the nation for most newcomers on a team (Kentucky - 11; Clemson, Central Michigan,
