• Southeastern suffered a 58-52 
loss to Louisiana in its second con-
secutive road game of the 2025-26 
season.

• The matchup marked the 57th 
meeting between the Lions and the 
Ragin’ Cajuns, UL leads 35-20.

• SLU came out to a slow start in 
the first half as Louisiana gained 
all the momentum early in the 
contest.

• The Cajuns claimed an 11-point 
scoring run as they came out ag-

gresive to cause problems for the 
visitors on the road.

• Louisiana worked to pull away 
as the Lions missed opportunities, 
shooting 4-12 from the free throw 
line in the first half to add to their 
offensive woes.

• Southeastern regrouped in the 
second half to bring the game 
within its closest five-point reach 
in the final minutes. 

• The Ragin’ Cajuns held strong to 
maintain their lead as three players 
finished in double-figures.

• Jaxon Olvera provided the spark 
of momentum for Louisiana with 
20 points and five rebounds to lead 
all scorers.

• Jalen Forrest led the Lions in 
scoring with 14 points and five re-
bounds, shooting 4-9 from the field 
and 5-5 from the charity stripe.

• The Chicago State transfer provid-
ed a spark off the bench for South-

eastern help cut into its deficit.

• Jeremy Elyzee also stepped up for 
SLU with 10 points, four rebounds 
and three assists against the in-
state opponent.

• Jaiden Lawrence contributed 
eight points against the Ragin’ 
Cajuns to lead the green and gold 
with eight rebounds down the 
stretch.

• CJ Booker also provided a spark 
off the bench for Southeastern, 
chipping in seven points, three 
assists and two steals.

• Booker finished 3-6 from the field 
and 1-2 from behind the arc as the 
game went down to the wire for 
SLU on the road.

• SLU closed out the game shooting 
33.3 percent from the field, 21.1 per-
cent from the three-point line and 
58.1 percent from the free throw 
line.

• Georgia Tech closed out week 
one of college hoops undefeated at 
home. The Jackets secured a 56-52 
overtime victory over Maryland 
Eastern Shore before gaining a 75-
45 win over Bryant.

• Georgia Tech scored 38 points in 
the paint, 25 points from its bench, 
and 15 points off turnovers while 
shooting 46.0 percent from the field 
and 43.5 percent from behind the 
arc.

• Four players finished the night in 
double-figures against the Bull-
dogs led by Kowacie Reeves Jr. 
with 18 points and two assists.

GEORGIA TECH
YELLOW JACKETS

• Reeves Jr. leads the Jackets in 
scoring so far in their non-confer-
ence slate, averaging 15.0 points 
per game with six assists and three 
steals.

• The redshirt senior led Georgia 
Tech in three-point shooting last 
season while averaging 2.5 blocks 
per game.

• The Jackets have also heavily 
relied on Mouhamed Sylla in their 
last two matchups, averaging 12.0 
points and 13.0 rebounds per game 
with four steals to lead the team.

• Sylla stepped up for Georgia Tech 
in its season opener, team-high 
14 points on 6-of-11 shooting and 
grabbed a game-high 15 rebounds.

• Junior forward Baye Ndongo also 
holds a key role for Georgia Tech, 
contributing 10.0 points per game 
and 7.0 rebounds alongside Kam 
Craft (8.0 ppg).

• Nbongo returned from injury after 
the Jackets season opener to pick 
up where he left off last season as 
an All-ACC force in the paint.

• One of 20 power forwards named 
to the 2026 Karl Malone Award 
preseason watch list and claimed 
Preseason All-ACC second team-
honors.

• In the 2024-25 season, Nbongo 
lead Gerogia Tech in scoring (13.4 
ppg) and rebounding (8.9 rpg).

• The Jackets added 10 newcomers 
to bolster its 2025-26 roster as their 
recruiting class ranked No. 13 in 
the nation.

• Georgia Tech begins its third 
season under head coach Damon 
Stoudamire.
