STORYLINES

e Georgia Tech takes the court inside McCamish Pavilion Thursday for an ACC clash with Virginia,
riding a three-game win streak including back-to-back conference wins. Tech captured its first
road win of the season Sunday at SMU, 67-59, following an overtime upset of No. 18 Notre Dame
a week ago, 95-90.

e Tech trailed 4-2 in the early moments of Sunday’s game at SMU but regained the advantage and
did not look back, outscoring the Mustangs 21-17 in the second quarter and 18-11 in the fourth.
The highlight for the Yellow Jackets - especially in the last two games - has been the play of reign-
ing ACC Player of the Week Talayah Walker. Walker recorded her second-straight 30-point game
Sunday (33 vs. Notre Dame; 30 vs. SMU), becoming the first Yellow Jacket since 1995 to score

30 in back-to-back games. She was also named AP Honorable Mention Player and to Autumn
Johnson’s Starting Five of the Week Tuesday.

e Walker, who was named ACC Player of the Week Monday, also had her second-straight dou-
ble-double, tallying 11 rebounds. She had 10 against Notre Dame. The Odenton, Md. native is on
a four-game streak of scoring at least 20 points. Her 33 points against the Fighting Irish remain
the most by a player in ACC action this season. Her ACC weekly honor is the first of her career and
first ACC Player of the Week honor for tech since Dec. 2023. She is one of three in the conference
to have multiple 30-point games and the only one to have multiple in ACC play. Her two dou-
ble-doubles in ACC action are tied for the most, as well as her three 20-point games. Walker leads
the ACC in points per game in conference action, averaging 24.0.

e Another highlight for the Yellow Jackets has been the glass protection of Brianna Turnage.
‘Snoop’ has had three-straight games of at least 10 rebounds and has done it in four of her

last five. Against Notre Dame, she had a rare non-points double-double with 13 rebounds and

a career-high 10 assists. She had a career-high 17 rebounds on Dec. 28 vs. Wofford. Turnage
leads the ACC with three games of 10+ rebounds in league play and is one of just five to have 10
assists in an ACC game this season.

o Selfless basketball has been one of the driving forces behind Tech’s three-game win streak.
Against Wofford on Dec. 28, the Yellow Jackets had 29 assists on 32 baskets, the most by any
ACC team this season and the most by a Tech squad since the single-game record of 33 vs.
Virginia in 2002.

e Tech has made a living on starting games strong this season. The Yellow Jackets have out-
scored teams 278-220 in the first quarter. In first halves, Tech is outscoring teams 525-456.

¢ The Yellow Jackets have out-rebounded teams 649-532 (+117) so far, including a +48
(335-287) rebounding margin in the second half. The third quarter has been the primary spot
for Tech’s board protection with a +34 (183-149) margin. The Jackets average 31.1 defensive
boards per game - second in the ACC and 10th nationally. Full breakdown on Page 11

e Offensively, the Georgia Tech bench has brought valuable production. Against Charleston
Southern, Tech’s bench erupted for a season-high 56 points (CSU game total: 40). The first quarter
at Wake Forest marked the first time all season that the Jacket bench did not register a point. Tech
posted 21 bench points to Notre Dame’s 11 on Jan. 1. This season, Tech’s 27.9 bench points
per game is third in the ACC and 32nd in the nation.

CAREER-BEST DAYS AGAINST THE TERRIERS

Georgia Tech wrapped up 2025 with a statement win over
Wofford, 79-63, to close out the non-conference slate. Behind 44
paint points (and only allowing 14), Tech surged to a 28-16 lead
after one (on 81.3% shooting) and 48-27 at the half en route to
the win.

Brianna Turnage led Tech with a career-high 17 rebounds,

the most by a Jacket since Jan. 19, 2023. She also added a
career-high seven assists. Erica Moon made her mark on home
court Sunday, nearing a triple-double with career-highs in points
(11), rebounds (8) and assists (9). Talayah Walker led Tech in
scoring once again, posting a career-best 22 points — her third
20-point game in the last five. The Odenton, Md. Native also had
seven rebounds.

Joining Moon and Walker in double figures scoring were La'Nya
Foster (15), who started her third game this season. Jada Craw-
shaw entered off the bench and had 14 points with six rebounds
in just 16 minutes of action. Georgia Tech had a season-high 29
assists on 32 made shots and shot 50.8% from the floor. It was
the most by an ACC by this point in the season and the most by
Tech since the record of 33 set against Virginia on Jan. 10, 2002.

WALKER DROPS 20 AGAINST WOLFPACK

Talayah Walker recorded her second 20-point game of the season
(and of her career) against NC State, in addition to 18 points from
Catherine Alben - who made her first start as a Yellow Jacket.
La’Nya Foster also stood in for the starting lineup with eight
rebounds (team-high).

Walker did not miss a shot in the first half and set a new ca-
reer-high with four made treys.

HEARTBREAK IN WINSTON-SALEM

Afoul called with less that five seconds left sent Wake Forest

to the free throw line, allowing for their 57-56 victory it Georgia
Tech’s 2025-26 ACC opener on the road. Tech led 16-11 after
the first and after the game evened at 25 for halftime, the Jackets
outscored Wake Forest 18-17 in the third. A hard-fought game
saw Tech out-rebounded the Deacs 47-32.

PARADISE MAKES A DIFFERENCE

Flipping the script from fast starts and slower third quarters, the
Jackets trailed early to St. John’s in game one of the Cayman
Islands Classic before rising to take a 58-55 lead going into the
fourth. The Red Storm took a slim lead in the closing stages of the
game and held on to take the win.

18 points apiece from Alben and Walker led the way for Tech,
including 11 from Thomas-Harris who recorded the first trey of her
career, on a 3-for-5 clip from beyond the arc. Moon’s seven assists
led Tech and were the most by a Yellow Jacket in a game at this
point.

The next night, Tech led after the first quarter against the Florida
Gators before the SEC squad posted solid second and third quar-
ters to take the lead. A late, 24-point fourth-quarter rally got Tech
close but the Jackets were unable to topple the Gators, 65-56.
Savannah Samuel posted the first double-double by a Yellow Jacket
this season (14 points, career-high 10 rebounds) and was joined by
Talayah Walker (11 points) and Cayman Islands Classic All-Tourna-
ment Team selection Catherine Alben (10 points) in double figures.

It marked Georgia Tech’s first-and-second ever games in the Cay-
man Islands and 31st and 32nd international games overall.

SAV MAKES A STATEMENT

Savannah Samuel’s first start as a Yellow Jacket on Nov. 19 vs.
West Georgia saw her lead the team with 15 points in Tech’s 68-60
victory. She was one of four Jackets to reach double figures, joined
by 11 points apiece from Jada Crawshaw, La’Nya Foster and
D’Asia Thomas-Harris. Brianna Turnage once again led the team in
boards (11) and assists (5) in the win.

Tech rolled out to a 25-12 lead after one and 44-22 at halftime
before a second-half surge from West Georgia closed the gap. The
Wolves got as close as five points in the late stages before the
Jacket defense slammed the door and secured the victory.

The win marked Tech’s eighth-straight win over a DI program from

the state of Georgia, the 12th of its last 13th game against an
in-state foe and 13th of its last 15.

TOUGH THIRD QUARTER VERSUS DOLPHINS

An aggresive approach on both sides of the ball from Jacksonville
resulted in Tech’s second defeat of the early season on Nov. 16.
A 25-point third quarter from JU was the difference, leading to a
69-64 decision.

Walker once again led Tech in points (15), joined by Turnage (10),
who finished a rebound shy of her first double-double in a Yellow
Jacket uniform. The Jackets collected 52 rebounds to JU's 39 and
delivered 42 points in the paint against the Dolphins.

SHIP SINKERS

After dropping a hard-fought game to Princeton, 67-61, on Nov.

9, the Jackets returned to McCamish Pavilion on Nov. 13 and took
out frustrations on Charleston Southern, 87-40.

The victory marked the 13th-straight home-opening win for Tech
and the fewest points allowed in a head coach’s debut game in
program history.

51 YEARS OF PRESTIGE

Last year, Georgia Tech celebrated the 50th anniversary of women’s
basketball on The Flats during the 2024-25 season. Tech’s first
varsity female sports team, women’s basketball started in 1974-75
and has amassed 799 wins since. In 50 seasons, Georgia Tech has
made 12 NCAA Tournament appearances, eight WNIT appearances,
and seven GAIAW State Tournaments. The Yellow Jackets made
their first postseason appearance in school history in 1992 and
won the NWIT in Amarillo, Texas. The win also marked the first
NWIT title for an ACC school. Tech made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 1992-93. The Jackets didn’t return for 10 years,
making its next trip in 2003, but then participated in every Big
Dance from 2007-2012. In 2012, Tech made its first-ever run to
the Sweet 16. The Jackets would return to the Sweet 16 in 2021.

2024-25 SEASON RECAP

Georgia Tech returned to March Madness last season behind a
21-9 regular season record. The Yellow Jackets captured three
ranked victories, the most by the program in a single season since
2021-22. Tech captured victories over Georgia (83-67), No. 21
Oregon (74-58), Mississippi State (78-75, SEC/ACC Challenge), No.
14 North Carolina (82-76) and No. 23 Nebraska (72-61). Georgia
Tech spent 11 weeks ranked in the top 25, including three weeks
at No. 13 in the Associated Press Top 25 poll. Tech opened the
season with the best start in program history at 15-0 en route to its
12 NCAA Tournament appearance.
