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STORYLINES

e (Georgia Tech returns to the road Sunday evening for a showdown against the Duke Blue Devils
inside Cameron Indoor Stadium. Sunday opens a stretch of three road games in the next four for
the Ramblin” Wreck. The Jackets enter the matchup after capturing a home win against Clemson a
week ago, 58-55.

e Tech trailed 30-25 at the half but a strong second half, including a third quarter where the
Jackets held Clemson to a season-low six points, helped secure a seventh home win in 2025-26.
Brianna Turnage led the Jackets with a career-high 18 rebounds while Talayah Walker continued
her impressive season with 22 points. Ariadna Termis also had 10 boards, her season-high.

e Walker added her sixth-straight game scoring at least 20 points, the second-longest streak for
Tech in the last 23 seasons (Aaliyah Whiteside, 2015-16 - 8). She has seven total 20-point games
this season (3rd-most in ACC) and is tied for the conference lead with five in ACC play. She is one
of just three ACC players to have multiple 30-point games this season and one of two to have
multiple in ACC action. Her 23.2 points per game in ACC play is second in the conference this
season by 0.54 points. She is second in the ACC with a 92.3% FT percentage in league action and
has the highest percentage of any player that has attempted at least 20 free throws.

e Another highlight for the Yellow Jackets has been the glass protection of Turnage. ‘Snoop’ has
had 10 rebounds in four of the last five games and in five of the last seven. Against Notre Dame,
she had a rare non-points double-double with 13 rebounds and a career-high 10 assists. She had
a career-high 18 rebounds against Clemson. Turnage is second in the ACC with four games of
10+ boards in league play and is one of just six to have 10 assists in an ACC game this season.
Her nine overall games of 10+ boards this season are third in the ACC. Her 10.2 rebounds per
game in ACC action is second in the conference. Her 8.7 defensive rebounds per game in ACC
play lead the conference.

o Selfless basketball has been one of the driving forces behind Tech’s impressive last five games.
Against Wofford on Dec. 28, the Yellow Jackets had 29 assists on 32 baskets, the most by any
ACC team this season and the most by a Tech squad since the single-game record of 33 vs.
Virginia in 2002. Tech had 14 assists on 19 made shots Sunday versus Clemson.

e Tech has made a living on starting games strong this season. The Yellow Jackets have out-
scored teams 310-252 in the first quarter. In first halves, Tech is outscoring teams 576-517.

¢ The Yellow Jackets have out-rebounded teams 769-648 (+121) so far, including a +54
(378-324) rebounding margin in the second half. The third quarter has been the primary spot
for Tech’s board protection with a +40 (205-165) margin. The Jackets average 30.6 defensive
boards per game - second in the ACC and 11th nationally. Full breakdown on Page 11

e Offensively, the Georgia Tech bench has brought valuable production. Against Charleston
Southern, Tech’s bench erupted for a season-high 56 points (CSU game total: 40). The first quarter
at Wake Forest marked the first time all season that the Jacket bench did not register a point. Tech
posted 21 bench points to Notre Dame’s 11 on Jan. 1. This season, Tech’s 26.2 bench points
per game is fourth in the ACC and 39th in the nation.

TURNAGE AND TECH TAME TIGERS

A strong start coming out of the halftime locker room helped
Georgia Tech women’s basketball roll to a 58-55 victory over the
Clemson Tigers on Jan. 11. Trailing 30-25 at the intermission,
the Jackets cruised to a 12-2 run to open the second half and
held the Tigers to a season-low six third quarter points on their
way to a seventh home win this season.

Brianna Turnage once again made her presence known on the
glass, capturing a career-high 18 rebounds. Not to be outdone,
Talayah Walker added 22 points for her sixth-straight game scor-
ing at least 20 — and an ACC-leading fifth in conference action.
Ariadna Termis had 10 rebounds of her own, her second game
with double-digit boards in her career and first this season.

The victory extends Tech’s home win streak over rival Clemson
to 12 games, now having captured 23 of the last 28 in the
series. Clemson is the opponent that Tech has faced the most in
program history with Jan. 11’s meeting being the 98th rendition.
The Yellow Jackets now boast a 51-47 series lead.

Tech disrupts a Clemson streak that had the Tigers victorious in
seven of their last eight entering the game. A crowd of 6,125
was on-site at McCamish for the Jackets’ third ACC win and
fourth victory in the last five games — the second-most on-hand
for a women’s basketball game at the Pavilion.

JACKETS SHOW RESILIENCY AGAINST CAVS

Despite rallying back from multiple runs, Georgia Tech women'’s
basketball dropped a tight game to Virginia, 61-59 on Jan. 8. The
Yellow Jackets led 15-13 after the opening quarter but a strong
second frame from the Cavaliers willed them to victory, despite
Tech allowing just eight fourth quarter points.

Tech was once again led offensively by reigning ACC Player of
the Week and AP Honorable Mention Player of the Week Talayah
Walker, who scored 21 points with eight rebounds. It marked her
fifth-straight game with at least 20 and a conference-leading
fourth in league action this season. She and Brianna Turnage
played every minute of the Jackets’ fifth ACC game, with Turnage
collecting nine points with seven rebounds and a career-high

five steals.

TAY SCORES 30 IN SECOND-STRAIGHT WIN

Another masterclass on the court from Talayah Walker saw Geor-
gia Tech women’s basketball cruise to a 67-59 victory at SMU.
Walker did not miss a first half shot and scored 11 in the final
frame, en route to a third-straight victory and second-straight

in ACC action for the Yellow Jackets. The Mustangs led 4-2 in
the early seconds but would not lead again, as Tech scored 21
second-quarter points and outscored SMU 18-11 in the fourth.
The Odenton, Md. native finished with her fourth-straight game
scoring at least 20, and second straight scoring 30 (30). On top
of that, she added 11 rebounds and a career-high seven steals.

Behind her was Catherine Alben’s 12 points, including three

10 rebounds of her own. Jada Crawshaw entered off the bench
and provided valuable minutes with nine points, five rebounds
and half of Tech’s blocks (4). La’Nya Foster had eight in both the
points and rebounds category, continuing an impressive stretch of
games for the Austin Peay transfer.

Tech shot 54.5% from the floor in the final 10 minutes and
83.3% from the charity stripe, the team’s second-straight fourth
quarter shooting above 50%. The victory marked the first road
win under first-year head coach Karen Blair.

JACKETS STUN NO. 18 IRISH IN OVERTIME

Behind double-doubles from Talayah Walker and Brianna Turnage,
Georgia Tech women’s basketball completed an upset bid of No.
18 Notre Dame, 95-90, in overtime on the first day of 2026.

Head coach Karen Blair's Yellow Jackets led 16-14 after the first
before Notre Dame took advantage of strong second and third
periods but only led Tech 59-53 going into the fourth. In that

final frame of regulation is where the Jackets made their mark,
out-scoring the 18th-ranked team in the nation, 27-21, to send
the game to overtime. The back-and-forth overtime period went in
favor of Tech behind opportunistic defensive possessions, handing
the Jackets their first ranked victory of the season and first ACC
win of the Blair Era.

Tech rung in the new year with just its second victory over the
Fighting Irish in program history and first since Dec. 13, 2020.
Walker collected a career-high 33 points on 10-for-17 shooting
and 12-for-14 from the free throw line — on top of 10 rebounds.
The Odenton, Md. Native also had a new personal mark of six as-
sists. Turnage’s double-double came down the road less-traveled,
with 13 rebounds and a career-best 10 assists.

Adding to that was La'Nya Foster, who added a season-high 22
points of her own, just two shy of her career-best. Erica Moon
played all 45 minutes Thursday and added a personal-best of her
own with 12 points. Catherine Alben entered off the bench with
another double-figure game, scoring 18.

Thursday also marked the first victory over Notre Dame at home
for the Ramblin” Wreck.

CAREER-BEST DAYS AGAINST THE TERRIERS

Georgia Tech wrapped up 2025 with a statement win over
Wofford, 79-63, to close out the non-conference slate. Behind 44
paint points (and only allowing 14), Tech surged to a 28-16 lead
after one (on 81.3% shooting) and 48-27 at the half en route to
the win.

Brianna Turnage led Tech with a career-high 17 rebounds,

the most by a Jacket since Jan. 19, 2023. She also added a
career-high seven assists. Erica Moon made her mark on home
court Sunday, nearing a triple-double with career-highs in points
(11), rebounds (8) and assists (9). Talayah Walker led Tech in
scoring once again, posting a career-best 22 points — her third
20-point game in the last five. The Odenton, Md. Native also had
seven rebounds.

Joining Moon and Walker in double figures scoring were La'Nya
Foster (15), who started her third game this season. Jada Craw-
shaw entered off the bench and had 14 points with six rebounds
in just 16 minutes of action. Georgia Tech had a season-high 29
assists on 32 made shots and shot 50.8% from the floor. It was
the most by an ACC by this point in the season and the most by
Tech since the record of 33 set against Virginia on Jan. 10, 2002.

A late, 24-point fourth-quarter rally got Tech
close but the Jackets were unable to topple the Gators, 65-56.
Savannah Samuel posted the first double-double by a Yellow Jacket
this season (14 points, career-high 10 rebounds) and was joined by
Talayah Walker (11 points) and Cayman Islands Classic All-Tourna-
ment Team selection Catherine Alben (10 points) in double figures.

It marked Georgia Tech’s first-and-second ever games in the Cay-
man Islands and 31st and 32nd international games overall.

to just 23.4% from the floor on top of a 56-point performance
from the bench. Talayah Walker led the way offensively with a
career-high 19 points. She was one of five Jackets to score at
least 10. Brianna Turnage had her third 10+-rebound performance
in as many games with a career-best 13. She also led the team in
assists with a career-tying six.

The Yellow Jackets also shot a season-high 10 three’s on another
season-high of 45.5% shooting.

BATTLE-TESTED VS. PRINCETON

A back-and-forth showdown against 2025 NCAA Tournament team
took center stage in McCamish Pavilion on Nov. 9. Tech forced the
Tigers tostart 0-for-9 from three and out-rebounded the Tigers, but
a fourth-quarter rally from the 2026 Ivy League preseason favorite
proved to be the difference.

Alben and Noguero led Tech with 15 and 13 points, respectively.

Turnage led Tech with 10 rebounds, her second-straight game in
double figures to open the season.

51 YEARS OF PRESTIGE

Last year, Georgia Tech celebrated the 50th anniversary of women’s
basketball on The Flats during the 2024-25 season. Tech’s first
varsity female sports team, women'’s basketball started in 1974-75
and has amassed 799 wins since. In 50 seasons, Georgia Tech has
made 12 NCAA Tournament appearances, eight WNIT appearances,
and seven GAIAW State Tournaments. The Yellow Jackets made
their first postseason appearance in school history in 1992 and
won the NWIT in Amarillo, Texas. The win also marked the first
NWIT title for an ACC school. Tech made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 1992-93. The Jackets didn’t return for 10 years,
making its next trip in 2003, but then participated in every Big
Dance from 2007-2012. In 2012, Tech made its first-ever run to
the Sweet 16. The Jackets would return to the Sweet 16 in 2021.

2024-25 SEASON RECAP

Georgia Tech returned to March Madness last season behind a
21-9 regular season record. The Yellow Jackets captured three
ranked victories, the most by the program in a single season since
2021-22. Tech captured victories over Georgia (83-67), No. 21
Oregon (74-58), Mississippi State (78-75, SEG/ACC Challenge), No.
14 North Carolina (82-76) and No. 23 Nebraska (72-61). Georgia
Tech spent 11 weeks ranked in the top 25, including three weeks
at No. 13 in the Associated Press Top 25 poll. Tech opened the
season with the best start in program history at 15-0 en route to its
12 NCAA Tournament appearance.
