FAST BREAK

W Head coach Jeff Walz collected his 500th career win on Jan. 4 against Virginia Tech. He
becomes the third fastest active head coach to reach 500 wins for his career. Kim Mulkey (17
seasons) and Geno Auriemma (18 seasons) are the only two active head coaches to reach 500
wins quicker than Walz. Among all Division | coaches (active and retired), Walz is the fourth fastest
coach to reach 500 wins.

M Louisville won its 12th ACC game of the season over Syracuse on Feb. 8. They have won 12
or more ACC games in each of its 12 seasons in the league. They are the only team to win 12 or
more ACC games in each of the last 12 seasons. No other ACC team has won 10 or more games
in each of the last 12 seasons.

M The Cards have six Quad 1 wins this season, tied for the most of any team in the ACC. Five of
the six wins have come on the road and the five Quad 1 road wins is tied for the second most in
the country. Louisville leads the ACC with a Wins Above Bubble (WAB) rank of 9.

W Louisville has been getting great production from the bench this season as they lead the ACC and
rank second nationally with 35.4 bench points per game. They have had 40 or more bench points 12
times this season and the Louisville bench has outscored opponents on their own three times this
season. The Cardinals have outscored the opponent’s bench in all 29 games this season.

B The Cardinals have been strong on the defensive front this season, holding opponents to 60.8
points per game. They have limited opponents to 60 points or less 13 times this season and held
them to 50 points or less six times this year. The Cardinals have held their opponent below their
season scoring average in regulation in 26 of the last 27 games dating back to Nov. 12.

W The Cardinals have been able to bounce back quickly following a loss during Jeff Walz's tenure
as head coach. In his 19 seasons, the Cardinals are 106-26 all-time following a loss. Louisville was
9-1 last season following a loss and they are 4-0 so far this season.

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field goal in a quarter. The last time it occurred was December 29, 2017, when the Cards
held NC State without a field goal in the first quarter (0-15).

m Louisville became just the third team to beat Cal at Haas Pavilion in the past two
seasons after the 71-59 win on Feb. 1. Cal was 27-2 at home over the past two seasons
heading into that game.

m The Cardinals finished the month of January undefeated (8-0) after the win over
Stanford. It is the fifth time under head coach Jeff Walz that they have gone undefeated
in January.

m Louisville picked up road wins at No. 23/22 Notre Dame (1/15) and NC State (1/18).
They are the first team in ACC history to win at Notre Dame and at NC State in the same
week since the Irish joined the league in 2013-14.

W They are one of just two teams all time to win at Notre Dame and NC State in the
same season and it is the second time the Cardinals have done it. They won at both
venues back in the 2019-20 season.

m Louisville’s road win over NC State snapped a 16-game ACC home winning streak for
NC State that dated back to the 2023-24 season.

m The Cardinals had 57 bench points in the win over NC State. It is the most bench
points in a game since they joined the ACC in 2014-15. The previous high was 53
against Georgia Tech on Feb. 22, 2024.

W Louisville overcame a 13-point deficit in the win over NC State. It is the Cards largest
comeback win since Nov. 12, 2023, when they defeated DePaul after trailing by 13.

W Louisville had only eight turnovers in the win over No. 23/22 Notre Dame. It is the
fewest turnovers forced for Notre Dame since Feb. 27, 2020, a span of over 174 games.
m Hannah Hidalgo was held to one steal for just the third time in her career. Two of the
three occurrences have now come against Louisville.

W Louisville’s 24-point win over No. 17/18 Tennessee on Dec. 20 is the largest win for
an ACC team over a ranked opponent this season.

A DOZEN YEARS OF ACC SUCCESS

Since Louisville joined the ACC back in the 2014-15 season, they have been one of the
most successful teams in the conference during the regular season and in the NCAA
Tournament.

m Since the 2014-15 season, Louisville leads the league with 165 ACC wins and a .817
winning percentage in conference games. They are the only school in the league to have
a winning percentage of .800 or better in ACC games during that timeframe.

m With the win over Syracuse on Feb. 8, Louisville has won 12 or more ACC games in
each of their 12 seasons in the league. They are the only school to have 12 or more ACC
wins in each of the last 12 seasons. No other ACC school has 10 or more wins in each of
the last 12 seasons.

m Louisville has finished in the Top 5 of the league standings every season they have
been in the league. They are the only school to finish in the Top 5 in the ACC standings
in each of the last 12 seasons.

W The Cardinals have also reached the quarterfinals or farther in each of the last 12
ACC Tournaments, the only school to reach the quarterfinals or farther in each of the last
12 conference tournaments.

m Louisville has had five players named ACC Player of the Year, the most by any
school during the last 11 years.

m Over the last five NCAA tournaments (2021-25), Louisville leads the ACC with 11
total wins in the NCAA Tournament.

W In two of those five years (2021, 2022), the Cardinals were the farthest ACC team to
advance in the bracket.

m Since the 2014-15 season, Louisville is second in the conference in NCAA
Tournament wins (23).

ANOTHER 20-WIN SEASON

UofL defeated Stanford on Jan. 29 to reach 20 wins for the 16th-straight season and
extended the program record. The 16-straight seasons with 20 or more wins is the
third-longest active streak in the country (UConn, Baylor) and the longest active streak in
the ACC. The longest run previously was three, achieved twice. The Cards have won at
least 20 games in 18 of Walz's 19 seasons. Prior to Walz's arrival, Louisville had just 10
20-win seasons in its history.

CARDS POST-THANKSGIVING STREAK

The Cardinals have been running on all cylinders on both sides of the ball since the
Thanksgiving holiday.

m Over the last 23 games, the Cardinals have averaged 83.4 points per game, hold a
+23.4 scoring margin and have shot 46.5% from the field and 34.5% from three.

m During the streak Louisville has scored 70 or more points 22 times, 80 or more points
15 times and 90 or more points five times.

m The Cards have averaged 18.0 assists per game and have a 1.3 assist/turnover ratio

HEAD COACH JEFF WALZ

Head coach Jeff Walz, in his 19th season
as a head coach, has compiled a 510-151
record as the Cardinals’ leader. Walz and the
Cardinals boast quite an astounding resumé
that includes 12 trips to the NCAA Sweet 16,
eight trips to the Elite Eight, four trips to the final
four and two trips to the national title game.
Overall, he has compiled a 41-16 record in
NCAA Tournament games and ranks 10th all-
time and fifth among active coaches with a 71.9
NCAA Tournament winning percentage. All
of this for a program that had just four NCAA
Tournament wins and had never reached a
Sweet 16 prior to Walz being named head coach.

Walz became the third fastest active and fourth fastest coach all-
time to reach 500 wins for his career after collecting his 500th against
Virginia Tech on Jan. 4 of this season.

Walz is the all-time winningest coach in program history and
averages 27.1 victories per season. He directed Louisville to a program-
record 36 victories in 2017-18 en route to being named ACC Coach of
the Year, 34 victories in 2008-09, 33 wins in 2013-14, 32 wins in 2018-19
and 29 wins in 2021-22.

The Cardinals have reached 20 wins 16 consecutive times and they
have won at least 20 games in 18 of Walz's 19 full seasons. The longest
run previously was three, achieved twice, and UofL had just 10 20-win
seasons in its 32 previous years.

Walz led Louisville to four consecutive Atlantic Coast Conference
regular season titles in 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021, and over that four-
year span, the Cardinals went a combined 122-15, which marked the
fewest losses and best winning percentage over a four-year period in
program history.

From 2016-2021, he coached the ACC Player of the Year in five of

six seasons as Myisha Hines-Allen won the award in 2016, Asia Durr in
2018 and 2019, and Dana Evans in 2020 and 2021. He also coached
Angel McCoughtry to Big East Player of the Year honors in 2007.
Walz has been with the Cardinals for 19 seasons and is tied for 14th
for the longest active streak at the same school. Among the power
conferences, Walz is fifth behind Geno Auriemma (41 years, UConn),
Bill Fennelly (31 years, lowa State), Brenda Frese (24 years, Maryland)
and Jim Flanery (24 years, Creighton).

After being hired as the Cardinals’ head coach on March 27, 2007,
the Bluegrass State native used little time to make a splash. His first
year featured the program’s first NCAA Sweet 16 and it culminated
with Louisville earning the No. 12 ranking in the final ESPN/USA Today
Coaches Poll. For his efforts, Walz was named the WBCA Maggie Dixon
Rookie Coach of the Year.

Prior to taking the reins at Louisville, Walz spent five seasons at
Maryland, including his final season as the associate head coach in
2006-07. The season prior, he helped lead the Terrapins to a school-
record 34 wins and the program’s first national title.

Walz has four children: daughter Kaeley, son Jacob, and daughters
Lola and Lucy. He married the former Lauren Lueders in September of
2012, and the couple resides in Louisville.

m Defensively, Louisville’s opponents are averaging just 60.0 points per game.

W The Cards have held their opponents to 60 points or less 11 times and 50 points or

less five times over this stretch.

m Louisville has dominated the glass as they have averaged 44.1 rebounds per game
and have a +11.4 rebounding margin over the last 23 games.

W The Cards have had contributions from multiple players over this stretch. They have
had eight different players lead them in scoring, eight different players lead the team in

rebounding and six different players lead the team in assists.

ZIEGLER THE WALKING DOUBLE-DOUBLE

The Cardinals added one of the most prolific rebounders and scoring post players from
the transfer portal in forward Laura Ziegler from Saint Joseph’s.

W Ziegler leads the team in rebounding with 7.4 rebounds per game. She has led the
team in rebounds in 15 games this season.

M Ziegler leads the team in scoring with 11.6 points per game and is tied for the team
lead with 19 double-digit scoring games this season.

W She is tied for the team lead with 3.2 assists per game and has multiple assists in 25
of the 29 games this season.

m Over the last seven games, she is averaging 15.3 points, 7.1 rebounds and 4.7 assists
per game with a 2.4 assist/turnover ratio and is shooting 54.7% (47-86) from the floor.

m Tallied a double-double with 11 points, 12 rebounds and a team-best seven assists,
which tied a season high against Virginia.

W Had team bests in all three categories with 14 points, eight rebounds and tied a
season high with seven assists with 6-for-9 shooting in the win over Florida State.
