 The Yellow Jackets enter ACC play as the highest ranked team
in the conference across five different national top-25 polls: No.
3 (Perfect Game), No. 4 (Baseball America), No. 4 (NCBWA), No. 5
(D1 Baseball) and No. 5 (USA Today Coaches Poll).

e The Yellow Jackets enter this weekend as the best offense
in the country and the best offense in modern college baseball
history. In the 16 seasons of the BBCOR era, the 2026 Yellow
Jackets have produced the best batting average (.410) and OPS
(1.215) ever recorded through the first three weekends of the
season. They also hold the highest marks in hits (192), on-base
percentage (.535) and runs scored (178) of any Power 4 team at
this point in the season, in the BBCOR era.

 Tech leads Division | in seven standard statistical categories:
batting average (.410), OPS (1.215), on-base percentage (.535),
hits (192), runs (178), doubles (43) and walks (106).

e The Jackets also lead Division | in five advanced stats: BABIP
(batting average on balls in play: .460), WOBA (weighted on
base average: .539) WRC (weighted runs created: 171) WRAA
(weighted runs above average: 75) and WRC+ (weighted runs
created plus: 179)

o Georgia Tech has scored 178 runs through its first 13 games.
That 13.7 runs/game pace would shatter the program record for
most runs-per-game, 10.3, set back in 1984.

e Tech has outscored its opponents by a whopping 178-52
combined score. That +126-run margin is also the most through
13 games in program history.

e The Jackets have already matched their record for 20-run
games in a single season in the BBCOR era, with three — tying the
record set in 2023 when the team did so over 57 games.

eTech stands at a 12-1 record, the best start to a season since
2016 and tied for the best start since 2006.

e James Ramsey holds the best record by any first-year head
coach in GT Baseball history through 13 games, 12-1.

o The Jackets have hit a Division | best 43 doubles this season,
hitting doubles at a 3.31/game rate, which would put them on
pace for 178 doubles this season, which would break the program
record of 164 set back in 1994.

 Will Baker and Carson Kerce are tied for the Power 4 lead with
eight doubles this season. There are only eight Power 4 players
with eight doubles at this point in the season and two of them are
Yellow Jackets.

 Georgia Tech is the only program in the nation to have 4 players
at 6 or more doubles. No other program has more than three:
Baker (8), Kerce (8), Drew Burress (6), & Ryan Zuckerman (6).
o The Jackets boast 6 different players with 19 or more hits, no
other program has more than 4: Jarren Advincula (21), Alex
Hernandez (21), Vahn Lackey (21), Zuckerman (21), Baker
(19), and Burress (19)

e Five different Jackets have an OBP over .520, also the most
in the nation: Hernandez (.604), Baker (.574), Lackey (.574),
Zuckerman (.557) and Burress (.522)

e Tech is the only program in the nation with six players at 14
or more RBI, no other team has more than four: Lackey (20),
Advincula (18), Zuckerman (18), Rogers (17), Baker (15) and
Hernandez (14).

 An entire starting lineup worth of Yellow Jackets have scored
at least 13 runs this season (nine players) no other program has
more than six: Hernandez (20), Burress (17), Zuckerman (17),
Baker (16), Lackey (16), Advincula (16), Daniel (14), Kerce (13)
and Rogers (13).

e Tech is hitting .410 as a team, which is higher than the
individual team leader of 217 Division | programs (over 70% of
teams), including this weekend’s opponent, Virginia Tech.
 Burress has now hit 46 home runs, tied with K.G. White (1985-
88) for the eighth most in Georgia Tech history. He is still 11
homers away from tying the all-time record, set by Jason Varitek
from 1991-94.

* On the mound, the Jackets are 10th in the nation and 2nd in the
ACC in FIP (fielding independent pitching) and rank among the Top
25 nationally in strikeouts per nine innings (25th) and strikeout to
walk ratio (25th).

o The Jackets lead the all-time series with Virginia Tech, 46-25,
including a 28-11 record against them in Atlanta.

 Tech has won 11 of the last 12 series vs. VT dating back to 2013.

RAMMER TIME - A NEW ERA OF TECH BASEBALL
e 2026 is the first season for new Head Coach James
Ramsey who had been serving as an assistant coach for
the past seven seasons.

e Since Ramsey took over coaching the offense in 2019,
Georgia Tech leads the ACC in batting average (.311), OPS
(.929), OBP (.413), slugging (.516), hits (4,153), doubles
(839) and SAC Flies (217), they are second in runs
(3,115), triples (88) and RBI (2,874) and third in HR (572).

o Ramsey takes over for the legendary head coach, and
Hall of Famer, Danny Hall, who retired after his 32nd
season in 2025 with the ninth-most wins in college
baseball history - 1,452

e This is the first time Tech has had a new head coach
since Hall took over in 1994, leading the Yellow Jackets
to the College World Series final on the backs of three 1st
round draft picks: Nomar Garciaparra, Jason Varitek and
Jay Payton.

o This season, Ramsey takes over a team with similar
expectations and possibly more 1st round picks. Drew
Burress is considered the top outfielder in the upcoming
draft along with Vahn Lackey, the top catcher in the

class. Jarren Advincula and Alex Hernandez are both
projected as Top 50 prospects with the opportunity to play
themselves into the 1st round with a strong 2026.

 GT pitching finished 2025 with a 4.91 team ERA, its lowest
in six years (2019 — 4.46) and 4th lowest in the ACC.

e |t was the first time Tech has been in the Top 5 of the
conference in ERA since 2011.

® The Jackets struck out 527 opposing hitters this past season
and have struck out at least 500 in every season since the
pandemic shortened 2020 campaign — one of only four ACC
programs to have done so (also FSU, Duke and UNC).

o GT improved its ERA by 1.57 runs from 2024 to 2025, the
third largest improvement among Power 4 programs and the
largest improvement by any Power 4 team to make a Regional.

 So far, through 12 games, Tech pitching struck out 129
batters, the 19th most in the nation.

® The Jackets are striking out opponents at a 11.7 K/9 clip,
the 19th best in the nation and the 3rd best in the ACC.

 Tech pitching surrendered five or fewer runs in each of its
first eight games for the first time since 2014 and only the
second time in the 21st century. This marks the 14th season
that Tech has accomplished this overall: 2026, 2014, 1993,
1987, 1965, 1964, 1959, 1957, 1925, 1920, 1917, 1913,
1909 and 1905.

o GT matched a program record with 19 strikeouts, the most
since 1989 and only the third time it has been accomplished
in 131 years of Tech baseball.

 Charlie Willcox was one of four freshman pitchers to earn a
spot in the Top 200 for starting pitchers, coming in at No. 155.

 Willcox was also named as the fourth-best freshman in the
ACC by D1 Baseball heading into this season.

Jim Poole Number - Carson Ballard

Georgia Tech baseball continues the legacy of former
Yellow Jacket standout and Major League Baseball relief
pitcher Jim Poole, who passed away from ALS in October
of 2023, by designating a student-athlete each year to
wear his No. 21 jersey. The student-athlete selected must
exemplify Poole’s characteristics both on and off the field.

This year, r-junior RHP Carson Ballard (Alpharetta, Ga./
Wesleyan HS) becomes the fourth Yellow Jacket to

earn the honor, continuing the tradition begun by Jack
Rubenstein in 2023, Ben King in 2024 and John Giesler
last season.

“Carson Ballard is the epitome of what it means to be

a student-athlete at Georgia Tech,” head coach James
Ramsey said. “He has been a mainstay on the ACC
Academic Honor Roll as both a Biomedical Engineering
major and a trusted arm for us over his three years with
our program. He embodies the kind of dedication and love
for Georgia Tech, both in the classroom and on the mound,
that made Jim Poole such a beloved Tech Man. He has
heard Jim’s legacy preached since he stepped on campus.
Not only about what a great pitcher he was and the
incredible MLB career he enjoyed, but the husband, father,
coach and advisor that Jim was and the life after baseball
that he earned through the hard work that he put in while
in White & Gold. That work ethic is perfectly reflected in
Carson. Beginning as a walk-on and working his way to
becoming a focal point of our 2025 ACC regular season
championship roster and now, becoming a scholarship
player on a 2026 team that has hopes of being one of the
very best to represent this incredible Institution. The No.
21 has a deserved venerable legacy here and Carson is
the perfect player, leader and engineer to continue this
tradition into 2026.”

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Ballard will wear No. 21, having shown a longstanding
commitment to Poole’s ideals — self-determination, a strong
academic work ethic, and high moral fiber on and off the field.

He is a three-time member of the ACC Academic Honor Roll, a
two-time Academic All-ACC honoree and a member of the 2024
CSC Academic All-District Team. He is currently pursuing a degree
in Biomedical Engineering.

On the diamond, Ballard is entering his fourth season as one of
the more reliable arms on the Tech pitching staff that has shown
dramatic improvements from his freshman season to now. He has
made 30 appearances including seven starts over his two years
on the active roster, collecting three wins and a 5.07 ERA, with
64 strikeouts over 71.0 innings pitched. He was leaned on most
when the lights were brightest, pitching a team-high 14.2 innings
against SEC competition last year and delivering 13 strikeouts
and a .226 opponent’s batting average over those appearances
with a 4.30 ERA. He introduced a knuckleball into his arsenal

last season, throwing it with great effect down the stretch,
including heavily relying on it during his 4.0 innings of work in an
elimination game at the Oxford Regional.

“It's an incredible honor and privilege to wear No. 21 this year,”
Ballard said. “I hear all the time about the legacy Jim Poole

left behind at Tech. Not just as a player, but as a person who
impacted so many people on and off the field. He’s someone |
strive to be more like every day. I'll do everything | can to honor
him and his family and to wear his number with pride.”

ABOUT JIM POOLE

Poole arrived on The Flats in 1985 and had an immediate impact,
as Georgia Tech baseball would win the first of four-straight ACC
Tournament Championships. During his four years, he pitched in
120 games and struck out 263 batters in 188 innings. He still
ranks first in the Tech record book with 22 career saves, including
10 as a junior and nine as a senior. He was named all-ACC his
last two seasons. Poole would be enshrined into the Georgia Tech
Sports Hall of Fame just nine years later in 1997.

A stellar worker in the classroom, Poole elected not to turn
professional after being selected in the 34th round of the 1987
MLB Draft by the LA Dodgers, and returned to Georgia Tech for
his senior year, recording a 2.03 ERA and 113 strikeouts in only
71 innings. Once again, the LA Dodgers would call his name

in the 1988 MLB Draft, this time taking him in the ninth round.
He would return to graduate from the Institute with a degree in
electrical engineering in 1990.

Poole played 11 years in the major leagues, predominantly with
the Baltimore Orioles, Cleveland Indians, and San Francisco
Giants. In 431 games played, he finished with 22 victories and a
4.31 ERA, as well as 256 strikeouts and four saves. He helped
pitch Cleveland to two American League Championship Series
(1995, 1998), making it to the 1995 World Series where he would
face the Atlanta Braves.

Following his retirement at the end of the 2000 season, Poole
returned to Georgia Tech to join the Alexander-Tharpe Fund as a
fundraiser and supporter of the baseball program. He then began
serving as the pitching coach at Johns Creek High School in
2010, teaching many young men about pitching mechanics, while
also conveying his personal pitching philosophy.

He later joined the business world as a Personal Wealth Advisor
for the Baseball Division of BIP Wealth.

After being diagnosed with ALS in 2021, Poole worked tirelessly
to raise awareness for the disease. In addition to serving on MLB
ALS boards, he also worked with Georgia Tech, who together
hosted an ALS Awareness Day during the 2022 baseball season,
with Tech wearing Jim Poole shirts and both teams wearing
honorary wristbands. Professional players also wore the shirt.
Tech later designated the number 21 each year to be worn by a
student-athlete who exemplify Poole’s ideals — self-determination,
a strong academic work ethic, and high moral fiber on and off
the field.
