TECH IN THE TOURNAMENT

e (eorgia Tech looks for its fourth second-round
win in the last five appearances.

e Tech holds a 5-5 record in the second round
of the ACC Tournament, with its last win coming
last season over Virginia Tech, 72-57. Tech has
won three of its last four second round games.

e Only seven times in program history has Geor-
gia Tech defeated a team in the ACC Tournament
that it lost to in the regular season. Virginia Tech

last season - also in the second round - was the
last instance. No GT head coach has done this in
their first season at the helm.

LAST TIME OUT

* Georgia Tech defeated FSU, 72-60, to secure
its 10th first round victory in program history.

e | a'Nya Foster scored 18 with seven rebounds,
being one of three Jackets to score at least 16
(Erica Moon - 17, Talayah Walker - 16). Brianna
Turnage led Tech with nine rebounds.

e Tech scored 22 in the first on 65.1% shooting

and did not look back, trailing for only 55 sec-
onds early on in the contest.

SERIES HISTORY VS. VIRGINIA TECH

e Thursday is the 26th meeting between the
Yellow Jackets and Hokies. VT won the prior
matchup this season in Blacksburg, 62-51.

e Tech defeated Virginia Tech, 72-57, in last
season’s ACC Tournament and holds a 2-1
series advantage in neutral site matchups.

o A victory for Tech Thursday will make Karen
Blair the first head coach in program history to
win multiple ACC Tournament games in their first
season.

e Tech is tied for the most players in the country
averaging 5.0 points per game or more (9), a
number that leads the ACC.

SNOOP’S WORLD

o A member of the 2026 ACC All-Defensive
Team, Brianna ‘Snoop’ Turnage has made

an immediate impact after transferring from
Florida State in the offseason. She leads Tech in
rebounds (337), blocks (45) and steals (45) this
season. She is the ONLY player in the country
to have those that stat line or better in all three
categories.

e On top of that, her RPG average of 10.9 is
second in the ACC and 13th in the country while
leading the nation in the category amongst
guards. For defensive boards per game (8.7),
she is first in the conference and eighth national-
ly. Her 20-point, 21-rebound game at Pitt was
the first in the ACC since Nov. 15, 2018. She
also became the ONLY player in Tech history to
have back-to-back 20-rebound games and the
only one to have multiple 20-rebound games in
a single season.

WALKING THE WALK

® 2026 All-ACC First Teamer Talayah Walker
enters the matchup as Tech’s leading scorer this
season, averaging 17.0 PPG. Should she keep
that average, she will become the first Jacket
since Aaliyah Whiteside in 2015-16 to average
17.0 or better in a season.

e She is one of three in the ACC to have at least
three 30-point conference games. Walker’s nine
20-point ACC games are the second-most in
the conference this season. She has 11 overall
this season, the most by a Jacket in the last 10
Seasons.

Georgia Tech women’s basketball concluded its road
portion of the 2025-26 regular season after a 62-51
loss at Virginia Tech.

The Yellow Jackets led by one at the half but 31
second-half points from the Hokies proved to be the
difference.

Brianna Turnage posted another impressive defensive
game with 15 rebounds and four blocks. She now tied
for the most 15-rebound games in a single season by
a Jacket since at least 2002-03 (7). That number also
leads the ACC and is tied for fifth-most in the country.

Talayah Walker led Tech in scoring with 17 points
while Savannah Samuel followed with 13 of her own.
Ariadna Termis led the team with four assists and
also had three blocks on the afternoon. D’Asia Thom-
as-Harris also tallied three blocks against the Hokies.

As a team, Georgia Tech finished with 12 blocks, the
most by the team since Jan. 15, 1992 and one shy
of tying the program record of 13. One of three ACC
teams this season to have multiple games with at
least 11 blocks.

MORE MARCH HOOPS

On Feb. 15, Georgia Tech officially clinched a spot in the 2026
ACC Tournament at Gas South Arena in Duluth, Ga.

Gas South Arena is approx. 30 minutes from McCamish Pavilion
and is nestled in Gwinnett County, where senior Catherine Alben
played high school basketball at Grayson High School. Grayson
is about 30 minutes away from the tournament site. Alben also
graduated at Gas South Arena.

BRINGING THEM HOME

One of the keys for head coach Karen Blair when she took the
job in April was to bring Georgia high school talent back home to
the Peach State.

Less than a week after the announcement of her hire, she
received a commitment from Atlanta native and Florida State
transfer Brianna ‘Snoop’ Turnage. Blair went on to bring home
Erica Moon (Atlanta native, Texas A&M transfer), Catherine Alben
(Snellville native, Charleston Southern transfer), La’Nya Foster
(Riverdale native, Austin Peay transfer) and Savannah Samuel
(Woodstock native, Boston College transfer.

Returning home was important for Turnage, Alben and Samuel,

who get the opportunity to play their final seasons of college
hoops in front of their local friends and family.

CAREER-BEST SEASONS

The Georgia Tech coaching staff has rose to the occasion this
season when it comes to getting the most out of the players they
were able to acquire in the transfer portal.

Brianna Turnage, Talayah Walker and Erica Moon have seen
career-best seasons in virtually every statistical category this
season, with the latter two having started in every game for
Tech this season. Savannah Samuel has seen career-bests in
points, points per game, shooting percentage and three-point
percentage. Ariadna Termis and D’Asia Thomas-Harris, two of
the three returners from the 2024-25 squad, have also seen
personal-best seasons under Blair’s tutelage. Thomas-Harris has
seen improvements in almost every category while Termis has
set a career-best in blocks.

ONE-OF-ONE

Brianna ‘Snoop’ Turnage has had a season for the ages in
2025-26. Against UNC on Jan. 22, she tied the program record
with nine blocks, the most since Nov. 24, 1990 (Allison Echols
vs. ETSU). Less than a month later on Feb. 12, she grabbed

20 rebounds, the most by a Jacket since Dec. 1, 2021 (Lorela
Cubaj at Purdue) - and the eighth player in program history to
ever get 20 or more. On the next game, she tallied 21 rebounds
and 20 points, becoming the first Jacket to have back-to-back
20-rebound games and getting the first 20/20 game by a Jacket
since Nov. 26, 1996. Snoop is the ONLY player in Tech history to
have a 9-block game and a 20-rebound game in their career. It
was also the most by an ACC player since Jan. 31, 2021.

CRASHING THE BOARDS
Rebounding has been a consistent bright spot for the Yellow
Jackets this season.

Tech averages the 28th-most rebounds per game in the country
(41.10) and fifth-most in the ACC. Georgia Tech has 14 games of
at least 40 rebounds this season, tied for 10th-most in the nation
and third-most in the ACC.

Defensive rebounding specifically has helped Tech maintain a
high rebounding average. The Jackets average the eighth-most
defensive boards in the country (30.3) and second-most in the
conference.

Tech has 14 games this season with at least 30 defensive
rebounds, tied for third-most in the country and lead the ACC.

SHARING THE BASKETBALL

Against Wofford on Dec. 28, Tech tallied 29 assists, tying the
fifth-most assists in a single game in program history. It marked
the most by the Jackets since the record of 33 against Virginia on
Jan. 10, 2002.

As of March 2, it is still the most by an ACC team in a single
game this season.

Tech has a 65.1% assist percentage this season, the 23rd-best in
the country and second-best in the ACC (Wake Forest - 68.4%).

TOPPLING THE FIGHTING IRISH

Behind double-doubles from Talayah Walker and Brianna Turnage,
Georgia Tech women’s basketball completed an upset bid of No.
18 Notre Dame, 95-90, in overtime on the first day of 2026.

Head coach Karen Blair’s Yellow Jackets led 16-14 after the first
before Notre Dame took advantage of strong second and third
periods but only led Tech 59-53 going into the fourth. In that

final frame of regulation is where the Jackets made their mark,
out-scoring the 18th-ranked team in the nation, 27-21, to send
the game to overtime. The back-and-forth overtime period went in
favor of Tech behind opportunistic defensive possessions, handing
the Jackets their first ranked victory of the season and first ACC
win of the Blair Era.

Tech rung in the new year with just its second victory over the
Fighting Irish in program history and first since Dec. 13, 2020.
Walker collected a career-high 33 points on 10-for-17 shooting
and 12-for-14 from the free throw line — on top of 10 rebounds.
The Odenton, Md. Native also had a new personal mark of six as-
sists. Turnage’s double-double came down the road less-traveled,
with 13 rebounds and a career-best 10 assists.

Adding to that was La’'Nya Foster, who added a season-high 22
points of her own, just two shy of her career-best. Erica Moon
played all 45 minutes Thursday and added a personal-best of her
own with 12 points. Catherine Alben entered off the bench with

STARTING OFF STRONG

The Karen Blair Era opened in style on Nov. 6, when the Yellow
Jackets took down Radford, 82-36, for ‘Education Day’ inside
McCamish Pavilion. After a tight first quarter and only up by three,
the Tech defense rose to the challenge and did not allow a single
basket in the second quarter - the first scoreless defensive quarter
in program history - holding the Highlanders to 0-for-12 from the
floor. GT outscored Radford 69-26 in the final 30 minutes of game
time and out-rebounded the Highlanders 51-23 in the game.

The victory marked the 13th-straight home-opening win for Tech
and the fewest points allowed in a head coach’s debut game in
program history.

Talayah Walker led the charge with 16 points while Brianna Turnage
led the team in rebounds (11) and Erica Moon in assists (6).

KB RETURNS TO DALLAS

Crr

Another masterclass on the court from Talayah Walker saw Georgia
Tech women'’s basketball cruise to a 67-59 victory at SMU. Walker
did not miss a first half shot and scored 11 in the final frame, en
route to a third-straight victory and second-straight in ACC action
for the Yellow Jackets. The Mustangs led 4-2 in the early seconds
but would not lead again, as Tech scored 21 second-quarter

points and outscored SMU 18-11 in the fourth. The Odenton, Md.
native finished with her fourth-straight game scoring at least 20,
and second straight scoring 30 (30). On top of that, she added 11
rebounds and a career-high seven steals.

Behind her was Catherine Alben’s 12 points, including three
triples in the second frame. Brianna Turnage joined Walker with 10
rebounds of her own. Jada Crawshaw entered off the bench and
provided valuable minutes with nine points, five rebounds and half
of Tech’s blocks (4). La’Nya Foster had eight in both the points and
rebounds category, continuing an impressive stretch of games for
the Austin Peay transfer.

Tech shot 54.5% from the floor in the final 10 minutes and 83.3%
from the charity stripe, the team’s second-straight fourth quarter
shooting above 50%. The victory marked the first road win under
first-year head coach Karen Blair.

KEEPING IT CLOSE

Coach Blair's Jackets have shown resiliency and grit throughout the
2025-26 campaign. Symbolic of this is the amount of close games
the Ramblin’ Wreck have had.

Tech’s 15 games decided by 10 or less this season are the

second-most in the ACC, while its nine ACC games decided by that
margin are tied for third-most.

HONORS ROLL IN FOR TALAYAH

Talayah Walker was named ACC Player of the Week on Jan. 5 after
her 33-point outing against No. 18 Notre Dame. She shot 63.3%
from the floor in the week leading up to the award, becoming the
first Jacket since Carla Munnion in 1995 to have back-to-back
30-point games and the first in ACC play since Joyce Pierce in
1993. She became the first Jacket to win the honor since Dec. 11,
2023 (Kara Dunn) and the first in the Karen Blair Era.

Her other 30-point outing came in Tech’s win over SMU, where

she tallied a career-high seven steals. She was also named an AP
Honorable Mention Player of the Week the next day (Jan. 6).

A KEY POINT

Texas A&M transfer Erica Moon has started every game in her first
season at Georgia Tech in 2025-26. While primarily playing point
guard, she has eight games this season with at least five assists.
She is just the second Yellow Jacket since 2002-03 (Tonie Morgan,
2022-23 - 10) to have that many in their first season on The Flats.

On top of a 10-6 home record this season, the Jackets have won
24 of its last 34. Tech is 32-6 since 2020-21at home against
non-conference foes and 61-29 overall.

Tech has the second-best field goal defense (34.7%) at home
in the ACC this season and its 25.1% home three-point defense
is the best in the league.

Karen Blair was named the seventh head coach in Georgia Tech women'’s basketball history on April 6, 2025. A coaching veteran and one of the
nation’s top recruiters, Blair brings over 25 years of coaching experience to The Flats. Blair most recently spent the last seven seasons at Maryland,
serving as associate head coach the final five, helping the Terrapins to three Big Ten titles and NCAA Tournament berths every season the tourna-
ment was held. During her tenure, the Terps advanced to four Sweet 16s and made an Elite Eight appearance in 2023. Prior to her seven successful
seasons at Maryland, Blair held coaching stops at VCU, North Texas, Texas-Arlington, Colgate, and her alma mater, SMU.

One of the most decorated players in SMU women’s basketball history, Blair was a three-year starting point guard and helped the Mustangs to
NCAA Tournament berths. She graduated cum laude with a bachelor’s degree in business administration from SMU in 1999.
